DEPORTATION OF SOVIET KOREANS:
FROM STEREOTYPES TO HISTORICAL REALITY

Abstract

Based on statistical and archival materials, the article traces the content and consequences of the
monstrous crime of Soviet totalitarianism, namely, the tragedy of entire nations, for example, the
forceful deportation of Koreans from the Far East to Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan. The reasons, scale and
features of ethnic deportation are considered, white spots and false stereotypes about the eviction of
Koreans, statistics of human losses are highlighted. It is emphasized that the historiography of the
problem is represented by the works of scientists from the USA, Japan, South Korea, Russia,
Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan, and N.F. Bugay, who called forced resettlement a preventive measure. The

deportation of Koreans, according to well-established false stereotypes, was carried out allegedly with
the aim of preventing the penetration of Japanese espionage into the Far Eastern Territory. The article
substantiates the real reasons, including the foreign policy factor of deportation.

Preparation and organization of resettlement of Koreans - about 200 thousand people to Kazakhstan
and Uzbekistan - took 2 months. Due to the incredible rush, there have been fatalities. Mostly children
and elderly people died. The Soviet government was distrustful of the Korean population. In order not to
lose control over the situation, they actively used the capabilities of agents, informants, and false
activists along the entire route. Changes in the size and composition of the Korean population in
Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan are traced.

Kazakh Koreans have written bright pages in the annals of national history.

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THE HISTORY OF RISES AGAINST THE FORCED COLLECTIVIZATION

Abstract

The article examines the history of the popular uprising against violent collectivization in the Soviet
style in Kazakhstan, which began in the late 1980s and gained independence in the late 1980s. Anti-
Soviet, anti-Soviet uprisings of the Soviet era, including the unique Suzak uprising, were not studied
until the period of independence.

There is a lot of information about the Suzakov uprising both in the archives and in official
documents. He recalls the memories of an old man who witnessed historical events and witnessed the
sad stories of those who witnessed them in private.

In addition, the article analyzes significant research work that can fully correspond to the processes
of political, social and economic development that took place in the 20-30s of the twentieth century. The
article provides a critical analysis of the opinions and historiographic works of researchers of the history
of deported Kazakhstani peasants convicted of forced collectivization of Soviet-style agriculture.
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In particular, the works of Talas Omarbekov, Mukhamedzhan Rustemov, Zhaksylyk Rymbekov,
Suleimen Tabirizovich, Dulat Turantegi, Zharylkasyn Boranbaev and Utesh Kyrgyzbaev are analyzed.

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THE REASONS FOR THE FAILURE OF THE MISSIONATY POLICY OF RUSSIAN
TSARISM IN THE KAZAKH STEPPE

Abstract

The article analyses the objective reasons of the failure of the missionary policy of Russian Tsarism
on the territory of the Kazakh Steppe In order to determine the activities of missionary policy in the
steppe region, methodological methods are used, such as historical-genetic, historical comparative,
concrete-historical, which have been widely used in historical science. This paper identifies factors that
influenced the implementation of missionary policy tasks in the region. The use of imperial documents,
such as reports of the heads of dioceses, allows us to study the degree of government’s support for
confessional policy. In the paper, attention is also paid to the position of the highest authorities and the
intelligentsia regarding the policy in question. It is concluded that the reason for the adoption of a
foreign religion by the poor Kazakhs was the aggravation of the agrarian problem. However, the
missionary policy didn’t achieve what it want. The lack of sufficient land plots for the neophytes and the
extent of government measures to prevent problems of adaptation to the new environment reduced the
motivation for orthodoxy.

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THE SILK ROAD AS A COMMON PART OF THE HISTORY OF IRAN AND KAZAK

Abstract

Each country has its own history in which the events and ups and downs of that country are
recorded. But countries also have parts of history that they have in common. An international incident or
a transnational incident in the past caused countries to have common ground in parts of the history. The
Silk Road and trade at that time are common points of history between Iran and Kazakhstan. The Silk
Road, which started in the east of China, went west, and divided into two major international routes, one
passing through Iran and the other passing through Kazakhstan. The Silk Road in Iran and Kazakhstan
had structures that facilitate the passage of caravans, including caravanserais. Iranian cities had an
acceptable performance in this particular case. One of the most important tools needed to create an
efficient administrative structure and oversee the country's affairs has been to build communication
channels. The royal road is an example of this communication route that was created in the Achaemenid
period to connect different parts of the country.

Road and the link between East and West. From the geographical point of view the territory of modern
Republic of Kazakhstan is situated in the middle of historical corridors of the Silk Roads. From the
commonly known beginning of the history of the Silk Roads in the I11-11 century BCE the territory of
modern Republic of Kazakhstan was one of the first areas, which experienced the influence of the first
commercial and cultural contacts with civilizations situated far from the Central Asian region
[1;UNESCO, 2021].

In order to take a role in the Silk Road, acts such as road construction had to be done. Road
construction in Iran has a long history. The Iranians considered the construction of roads and
communications to connect cities and villages with each other and with the center of government.
Without such fulfilments, proper communication would not have been established in the great country
of Iran and the Iranian rulers could not have been aware of the status of their territories. They also
needed means of communication to confront the enemy and send troops to defeat them at the right time.
Roads in the past had other facilities such as caravanserai so that travelers, tourists, businessmen and
government officials would face the least problems in their travels. The complex of roads and inns as
one of the most important human phenomena in Iran and Kazakhstan can be studied.

This article, which is done in a library method and is of analytical type, examines the history of Iran
and Kazakhstan on the Silk Road and considers the elements of the Silk Road, including the
caravanserai.

Theoretical concepts of research: road, silk road and caravansaries

Road is a Pahlavi word and the distance traveled to reach a place is called (Moshiri, 1999: 886).
Road is the name of a geographical phenomenon that human beings realized its value from the very
beginning of the formation of civilization and expanded it until today. In Avesta, the way is called ratya
(ratya) which has been followed later [2;Nayer noori, 1996: 492] Today we see the construction of the
best and most equipped roads in developed countries.

The peak period of road constructions in ancient Iran dates back to the Sassanid era, as a result of
which the largest number of caravanserais were built during this period. Road construction and the
existence of several caravanserais in one route showed the commercial and economic prosperity in that
area. Just as the Silk Road and its prosperity at some point in history gave rise to many caravanserais
along the way, many of the buildings now known to archaeologists as caravanserais are on the road that
stretched from China to Egypt [3;cgie.org.ir, 2021].

Silk road

The Silk Road was an ancient network of trade routes, formally established during the Han
Dynasty of China, which linked the regions of the ancient world in commerce between 130 BCE-1453
CE[4;worldhistory, 2021). This road began from east, in the city of Chang-an, Xi'an today, the ancient
capital of China, and continued northwest along the Great Wall of China (Solaimanian, Zand
Moghadam, 2010).

The Silk Road was the name of the caravan trade routes that existed from the second century BC
and was considered the passage of merchants and traders west and east. The road, which connected the
ancient China to the Roman Empire, had many side roads, and depending on the route chosen, ranged
from 6,400 to 10,000 kilometers, equivalent to a quarter of the Earth's circumference. The Silk Road
was the longest and, from the point of view of the history of civilization and culture, the most important
link in the chain that connected tribes and nations from all over the world, and we certainly do not know
of a more important trade route than the Silk Road.

The European explorer Marco Polo (1254-1324 CE) traveled on these routes and described them in
depth in his famous work but he is not credited with naming them. Both terms for this network of roads
were coined by the German geographer and traveler, Ferdinand von Richthofen, in 1877 CE, who
designated them 'Seidenstrasse’ (silk road) or 'Seidenstrassen’ (silk routes). Polo, and later von
Richthofen, make mention of the goods which were transported back and forth on the Silk Road.
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The Main Silk Roads

Caravanserai:

Caravanserai is a compound word that consists of two words caravan (karban) and sarai meaning
house and place. The compound word refers to a place where caravans (a group that traveled together)
used to rest and sometimes sell their wares.

The establishment of the government, paved the way to construct Caravanserai. the rulers' attention
to trade and the huge profits that resulted from it, led to its further prosperity, and therefore the
construction of caravanserais along the way and the establishment of caravanserais and docks in cities
and regulation of commercial activities and taking measures to protect caravans along the route were
considered [5;Varjavand, 1991: 11]. Caravanserais were built either inside the cities or outside the cities.
Suburban caravanserais were at least a day away from large and historic cities. It is said that the first
caravanserais in Iran were built during the Achaemenid period. Herodotus, a Greek historian, on a trip to
Iran during the Achaemenid period, mentions buildings built between Susa and Sardis, and says that
these buildings were located on a route that travelers traveled through for three months. However, no
explanation has been given for the name chosen for this building, and this may raise the suspicion that
Herodotus meant the place for horsemen that existed on the royal road, the ancient Achaemenid
highway. But what is certain is that the Achaemenids had built buildings for the short passage of
travelers on the royal road [6;cgie.org.ir, 2021].

The caravanserai also had other names. Rabat, which is an Arabic word, is used for it. In addition,
in some cities of Iran, Chaparkhaneh is used for caravanserais. Chaparkhaneh is one of the ancient
Persian words. Caravanserais were house of government agents and chapars to take the courier to the
main destinations. The Chaparkhaneh was considered a governmental place.

Discussion

Silk Road in Kazakhstan

From the geographical point of view the territory of modern Republic of Kazakhstan is situated in
the middle of historical corridors of the Silk Roads. From the commonly known beginning of the history
of the Silk Roads in the I1I-11 century BCE the territory of modern Republic of Kazakhstan was one of
the first areas, which experienced the influence of the first commercial and cultural contacts with
civilizations situated far from the Central Asian region. Caravan routes or the corridors of the Silk
Roads were a unique instrument of transmission of economic, linguistic, cultural, religious, military and
political values and innovations between different civilizations across the Eurasian continent. Only
military conquests and migrations of nomadic communities on the territory of Eurasia have a
comparable short-term influence on these types of inter-civilization exchanges until the modern era of
globalizations.
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On the territory of Kazakhstan the Silk Road started from the borders of China. Merchants of
Celestial Empire carried silk, weapons, medicines, rice, exotic goods such as tusks across Kazakh
steppes to the West, to Europe. Steppe governors offered their services of safety provision for trade
caravans; in exchange they demanded a share of the goods or cash. That was how quitrents or taxes and
customs duties emerged.

The main line of the Silk Road on the territory of Kazakhstan lay across the country’s south; from
the border with China trade caravans moved through the cities of Sayram, Yassy, Otrar, Taraz and
further to Central Asia, Persia, to the Caucasus and from there to Europe.

The reason that all those cities emerged is that the merchants traveling across the enormous Kazakh
steppes made stops which turned into caravanserais and those in turn grew into settlements which
further became cities [7;advantour, 2021).]

From hundreds of thousands historical and cultural sites situated on its huge territory, the Republic
of Kazakhstan has proposed several of the most important and valuable ancient and medieval urban
centers for the nomination as a part the Serial Transnational Nomination “Silk Roads” for UNESCO
World Heritage List. All these sites are the remains of ancient settlements and necropolises. Eight sites
from the initially proposed list were included into UNESCO World Heritage List in 2014 as part of the
Serial Transnational Nomination Silk Roads: the Routes Network of Chang’an — TianShan Corridor. All
other sites were originally separated among four categories (Syrdarya Corridor, Saryarka Corridor,
Mangyshlak or Ural — Caspian Sea Corridor and Prehistory of the Silk Roads), which were all included
into UNESCO World Heritage Tentative List of the Republic of Kazakhstan [8;UNESCO, 2021]

Silk Road in Iran

The Silk Road in Iran is an important part of the road that connected east to west and vice versa. The
existence of this way made international trade durable. The expansion of road construction in Iran during
the Achaemenid period and the construction of the royal road paved the way for the role of ancient Iran in
the Silk Road. The road has a special place in Iranian civilization, without it, formation of Iranian
civilization would not have been possible. The beginning of road construction in Iran is related to the
Achaemenid dynasty. During that era, some people were put in the forefront of the troops to determine the
passage of the roads or to pave the route. staking made it possible to travel on those roads.

These people may be considered the first group of road engineers. But the basic strategy in the
construction of these roads was for war and defense, and most of the roads in this period were built for
military purposes and for the development of military campaigns. At the same time, the proper
administration of the country was also considered in the construction of these roads. After the
Achaemenids, the Sassanids considered the construction of long and large roads. In fact, road
construction was one of the most brilliant works of the kings during these two periods which Iranian
culture and civilization spread to other parts of the world, such as North Africa.

One of the most important means of communication in ancient Iran was the royal road. The main
function of this way was to create connections between different regions of the country. The construction
of the royal road dates back to the Achaemenid period. The royal road formed the western part of the Silk
Road. This road had a special role in consolidating the Achaemenid domination [9;Reza, 1997)].

During the Achaemenid period, the main roads connecting central Iran to distant states were called
the royal road. One of the most important highways of the Achaemenid period was the road that started
from the city of Ephesus along the Aegean Sea and led to Karkheh through Turkey and northeastern
Irag and then to Susa [10;Beig Mohammadi, 2003: 97] This distance was traveled by caravans in 111
days and passengers in almost 90 days, but the royal couriers who were traveling day and night traveled
this way in much less time [11;Nayer Nouri, 1996: 491].

This road was one of the best and most equipped roads in that time and played a prominent role in
proper control of the country. Historians, including Herodotus, have mentioned this road. It is well
known that good houses and guest houses were prepared on these roads and Chaparkhaneh were
established that had enough good horses. In places where these roads passed through the mountains,
warehouses had been made [12;Pirnia, 2010: 95]. It is said that the royal road was between 2500 to
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2800 kilometers long. At a distance of 22 km, guest houses were built in all important places to establish
order and security. In each caravanserai and home, government officers and soldiers were ready to leave
as soon as the courier, letter, or order arrived, and to move quickly to the next home. Chapars(horsemen)
were moving day and night so that the orders and directives of the government could reach different
parts of the country in time [13;Asgari, 2020: 60].

Other communication roads were built along the royal road. The construction of such roads was due
to the geographical extension of the of Persia and the need to properly establish the administrative-
political system and the establishment of national sovereignty throughout Iran. With the expansion of
the conquests, the creation of roads was also considered. In the following years, other roads were built in
Iran and its eastern conquests, including Afghanistan. The eastern part was the road inside Iran and went
from Susa to Ekbatan, Rey and Parth and the eastern parts of the kingdom. Along this road, there were
numerous caravanserais, gates and barracks, and the road was full of security and health, and through
the royal road, the representatives of the court and the people traveled.

Many of these roads were built with efficient engineering methods in their time, for example, the
road from Susa to Persepolis, which was paved and parts of it still remain in Behbahan. In addition to
security, these roads served other purposes. Other purposes of this route were to develop culture and
trade and transportation of goods and passengers. These routes were not very crowded and most of the
chapars who delivered the decrees and letters of the emirs were passing through it. After the
Achaemenids, the expansion of roads and its development strategy depended entirely on the power of
governments. It can be said that in the Achaemenid and Sassanid eras, the main strategy for the
development of roads was defense, trade and culture.

The royal road in the Achaemenid

Caravanserai: an important infrastructure of silk road

The word caravanserai is a combination of caravan (karaban) meaning a group of travelers who
travel in groups, and Sarai means house and place. Both words are derived from the Pahlavi language.
An inn is a place or building that houses a caravan. The caravanserais were divided into two categories:
inner-city Caravanserais and outer city Caravanserais. In-town caravanserais were built in a special
location so that caravans could enter the caravanserai without much effort and without the need to enter
the main residential areas. The end margin of living within cities was usually considered for this purpose
[14;Asgari, 2020: 65]

The plan of the caravanserais was usually square or rectangular in shape with a large, tall, unmarked
entrance, with walls sometimes fitted with windbreaks at the end. The evolution and expansion of Iranian
caravanserais in different periods depended on the social, economic, religious and ... situation. The basis of
the architecture of Iranian caravanserais, like other buildings, has been a function of the common style,
tradition and style of the time. The architectural style of the place and region, building materials and
geographical location played an effective role in creating such buildings [15;Kiani, Kleis, 1983: 8]

In the caravanserais, the passenger rooms were usually built around the courtyard and behind them
were stables, the entrance door of the stables was located in the four inner corners of the building and
sometimes it was opened in the entrance veranda of the courtyard.

Based on historical documents, the caravanserai foundation in Iran dates back to the Achaemenid
period. This is confirmed by historians such as Herodotus, a Greek historian. He speaks of buildings
built by the Achaemenids between Susa and Sard. Herodotus mentions one hundred and eleven
buildings resembling a caravanserai (Chaparkhaneh), which were built about 2,500 km between the
Achaemenid capital and Sard.

The study of communication routes and commercial and military roads and the results of
archaeological research and excavations show that from the distant past, there was a great need for
stations between the road and the safety and well-being of caravans. Although the building or structure
of such caravanserais has not been left from the Achaemenid era, but scientific excavations in the future
will identify such centers and communication stations and will clarify the way of their architecture.

With the rise of the Safavids in the Islamic Middle Ages, development of Iran was considered. Very
positive steps were taken during this period which helped to rebuild the identity of the Iranians.
Magnificent artifacts have survived from this period that have not been carefully explored. Roads and
caravanserais are among these positive measures. Caravanserais were good places to relax and do
business. Passengers could stay there for as long as they wished without paying. Shah Abbas I tirelessly
built caravanserais, which was another essential part of his policy to promote the commercial prosperity
of the Safavid Empire, and his relatives, wealthy merchants and local rulers followed his work
[16;Savory, 2006: 187]. Shah Abbas caravanserais are the best in all Iranian caravanserais in
architecture and beauty. These caravanserais usually had a large courtyard and had four brick towers at
the four corners. Their decorations and tiling were also unique [17;Nezhad Akbari, 2008: 304].

The architecture of the caravanserais was diversified and in addition to the four-porch

caravanserais, mountainous, circular, octagonal and desert types were built according to the
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geographical and spatial location. During the Zandieh, Afshari and Qajar dynasties, the construction of
caravanserais continued as before. In terms of design and layout, the caravanserais of the former
mentioned periods are generally of the four-porch type and in terms of construction materials, Unlike
the earlier period, which was made of brick and stone, clay was often used.

Artifacts from ancient caravanserais show that rooms were built for guards, innkeepers or officers.
But commercial caravanserais in cities were generally two-story. The caravanserai had entrance gates in
both sides and rooms for guards and manager of caravanserai were usually built. Usually, each
caravanserai had a water well and a water reservoir, which was sometimes built in the middle of the
caravanserai outside the compound to supply the water needed by travelers. In many caravanserais,
especially from the Safavid period onwards, a wall heater or a place to light a fire has been installed.
Wall heaters were built either in rooms or in covered areas. In mountain caravanserais, the importance
of heaters was such that they chose a large ground to place fires and heaters. The main building
materials of caravanserais in Iran were stone and brick, in some cases the stones were cut quite skillfully
and in some cases small pieces of uncut stones were used.

The Silk Road and the role of caravanserais in different historical periods

The Silk Road is one of the most important international historical roads that has provided the
connection of different peoples in a large part of the globe from the distant past to recent centuries. This
historic road used to allow people in the past to take their products to other areas for sale and meet some
of their needs from these areas. In addition to its commercial role, this road also had a cultural function
and caused considerable cultural exchange to take place in these areas during the very long years. Some
nations spread their culture along with trade.

The Silk Road was also very important in Iran. The geographical location of Iran had caused the
historical-geographical connection of the people in the east and west of Iran. Residents of the east and
west of the globe had to cross Iran to communicate and trade land. That is why Iran played a key role in
connecting nations with each other through the Silk Road. The Silk Road has been affected by many
political and economic issues in different periods in Iran.

The Achaemenid government, considering the importance of the Silk Road, considered the need to
expand it and tried to expand it. Simultaneously with the Parthian dynasty, the Silk Road passed through
Central Asia, connecting Iran and China. Parthians, who were in political rivalry with the Romans, did
not allow Roman traders to cross easily. During the Sassanid period, the relationship between Iran and
Rome expanded not only in the field of trade relations, but also in silk trade and social relations between
the two regions.
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As Sassanid added to the importance of the spice trade route and the silk trade over the Iranian
plateau, East Rome gradually became the sole supplier of silk to Europe, so agreements were reached
between the two governments for the silk trade. The fierce rivalry between the Persian and Byzantine
empires over Armenia was undoubtedly linked to economic factors and the maintenance of trade route.
With the fall of the Sassanid dynasty, the security of roads and trade caravans were interrupted for a
while, and the Chinese Empire, seeing great economic losses in this regard, sought to trade with Rome
and its western lands. After Islam, the balance of power in the region of Southwest Asia changed. The
Sassanid rule was removed from the political scene, and this left its mark on economic and political
relations. In the first centuries, the expansion of Islamic rule in Iranian lands stopped trading to some
extent. The rediscovery of Iranian identity and the formation of Iranian governments brought trade back
into politics.

In later centuries, with the proximity of the Seljugs, llkhanids, Timurids, and Afshari governments
to the Chinese-Indian border, trade and cultural relations were re-established between these
governments and the Iranian government.

In the post-Islamic history of Iran, the Safavids seriously developed roads, built caravanserais,
strengthen road safety and improved and modernized them. The Safavids in the development of roads
considered two roles for them: the role of roads in national development and the role of roads in
international relations. During the Safavid period, at the same time with the rule of the Ming Dynasty
(1628-1388 AD) in China and the establishment of a period of two hundred and fifty years of peace,
trade relations between Iran and China were resumed. Safavid merchants used sea routes and traded in
goods such as silk and spice. Shah Abbas | was well aware that trade in no commodity was as profitable
for Iran as silk. The economic policy of this period was to reduce imports and increase exports. Shah
Abbas paid special attention to the Venetian merchants who had worked hard in the silk trade. He took
many measures to achieve his economic goals. The powerful Safavid king paid serious attention to the
construction of caravanserais. The network of caravanserais located in the country and along the main
trade routes provides at least a safe place for goods and animals of traders, as well as facilities for the
supply of goods and small transactions at night stops. Tono and Tavernier both point out that Iranian
caravanserais are better built than Turkish caravanserais and are cleaner [18;Savory, 2006: 187].

Shah Abbas Il also considered the issue of controlling the silk trade. The European side of Iran's
trade during this period was the Netherlands, and the most important buyers of Iranian silk were, first
and foremost, the Netherlands and Venice, followed by Britain, Russia, Spain, France, Hungary and
Poland.

During the Afshari period, when China was in the hands of the Manchu dynasty, Chinese
representatives came to Iran to establish friendly relations with Nader Shah. Chinese ambassadors came
to Nader several times until Nader sent his envoys to Kashgar and China. But with the departure of
Iranian ambassadors to Kashgar and China, the ambassadors of these lands also came to Nader court
with many gifts.

With the fall of Constantinople to the Ottomans in 1435. The Silk Road was closed. The western
borders of China were closed under the command of the Ming Dynasty after the Mongols because it
was enclosed behind the Great Stone Dragon Wall or the Great Wall of China, and its main contacts
with the outside world were made by sea, and thus the Silk Road. The main route of communication
between China and Iran and East and West, fell from prosperity and the large caravan cities on the
eastern Mediterranean and oasis cities were abandoned and lost their importance.

With the onset of European imperialist rivalry, the Silk Road flourished again. The Russians moved
to east and into the Pacific, the British moved India and maybe Central Asia. explorers, archaeologists,
and historians are interested in gaining access to Central Asian treasures, and collecting information
about the deserts and mountains of Central and Near East Asia. This is one of the most important factors
in re-approaching the silk road in the world.

Conclusion

Silk road and caravanserais have played a prominent role in the history of Asian nations such as
Iran and Kazakhstan. Most historians and geographers of past centuries have pointed to such a role and
emphasized that without the existence of caravanserais and trade ligaments on a national and
international scale, Iran could not have expanded and continued. Iran's natural conditions have had a
great impact on the formation of urban and rural settlements. The density of settlements is low in areas
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of Iran with low rainfall. As a result, the distance between cities and villages was so great that it was not
possible for pedestrians, caravans, and even horsemen to travel long distances from cities in one day.
The construction of caravanserais and ligaments has been an effort for the Iranian people to overcome
the difficult natural conditions. The caravanserais provided the basic needs of travelers and caravans and
were considered a place for economic exchange. The existence of caravanserais and in the following
centuries, ligaments on the roads were like communication nodes that led to the continuity of
communication.

Although there was no specific rule for the location of inns in the past, it seems that wherever such a
need was felt, they built it. Historical sources confirm the existence of such human facts. Since the
caravans were moving slowly, the caravanserais had to be built close to the main highways. As
mentioned earlier, although there was no special engineering rule in the construction of caravanserais,
but the study of their distance can confirm that in the construction of caravanserais, the maximum
distance traveled by camel caravans in one day was considered as an indicator.

The construction of caravanserais in the Safavid period received serious attention. This action was
due to the formation of a powerful Safavid state. The Safavid dynasty had several worthy rulers, among
whom Shah Abbas the great is the most prominent. He took valuable steps to build the country. The
Safavid king realized the importance of roads. He ordered new roads to be built. Shah Abbas Safavid
worked hard to build roads. In addition to building a new road, he paid attention to the construction of
caravanserais to his engineers. One of the most important measures of Safavids in order to create
security for caravans, merchants and travelers, prosperity and development of trade is the establishment
of caravanserais. These buildings, which fortunately still has many examples, were considered the best
means of comfort for travelers, businessmen, general protection, road safety, food supply and
communication between cities. It is said that Shah Abbas built 999 caravanserais, some of which were
located in the heart of Nayband Lut desert.

Caravanserais are part of the cultural capital and historical identity of the eastern lands mainly Iran
and Kazakhstan and study and preservation of them is an unforgettable necessity. Caravanserais and
ligaments have been commercial links on a national and international scale. The communicative role of
these rings is important both in terms of the space of time when they were built and throughout history
have caused the attachment of communications and prevented rupture. Caravanserais in all parts of Iran
have been built for one purpose and that has been the continuation of trade and commerce. In their
construction, geographical adaptation has been considered in the best way. While paying attention to the
climate of the regions in the construction of caravanserais, the natural materials of the surrounding
environment have been used for their construction, which shows the art of Iranian architecture in the
construction of these valuable buildings.

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Abstract

According to archival sources, in the 1920 s-1930 s, a number of cultural institutions were opened
in Semipalatinsk: a teacher's institute, a drama theater, a printing house, etc. So, in 1920 the first
working faculty with Kazakh and Russian branches was opened in Semipalatinsk. It was created on the
basis of the Semipalatinsk Institute of Public Education.

In the article, we do not talk in detail around the exploitation of the exert pressure in the department
of the East Kazakhstan region in the specified chronological framework. This topic is quite developed
today; one should only note the intensification of the struggle of various political parties and movements
at this time, reflecting their views and beliefs on the pages of magazines and newspapers.

The leading sphere of the research is the study of the concrete historical process. In this regard, the
study of culture in the Semipalatinsk region in 20-30s of the twentieth century is of significant scientific
interest in terms of analyzing the development of education and culture among the people.

Education plays a crucial role in the development of society, its level and quality demonstrate the
general state of the economy and the degree of the state development.

Thus, based on the analysis of the work done, a picture is formed of how culture was used as a tool
for introducing the prevailing political and party-state values into the minds of people for the spiritual
strengthening and consolidation of the socio-political system.

Introduction.

The educational system in the 1920s and 30s included a massive range of innovations subject to the
mission of general education. In this regard, a special space was allocated to cultural and educational
work, which, in turn, anticipated the laying of a network of educational institutions, vocational education

and the associated korenization of the government apparatus. The difference between the provided area of
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public education is the extensive access to the masses due to the spread of a diverse kind of institutions
among the growing and adult population. The work was arranged in such a way as to guarantee the
passage through the existing network and subsequent training in secondary special and higher educational
institutions of any illiterate or illiterate person. In addition, close attention was paid to political education,
which had a place in all educational institutions, and, perhaps, it was with political propaganda that their
practical activities began. Also, due to the mobility and great mobility of these institutions, representatives
of the native population who continued to lead a nomadic life were included in their work.

The determination of this clause is to acknowledge the characteristics of the ethnical exploitation
of the Semipalatinsk territory in the 20-30s of the ordinal century.

Materials and methods. Determining the state of the problem study and analyzing the
historiography of the issue are an important component for the formation of historical research.

The methodological justification of the clause is the oecumenical well-controlled undergrounds of
verifiable glance at the customaries of historicism, well-controlled bottom line objectivity, and
consistency. ethnical and instructional elbow grease was effective, screening a comprehensive
proportion of the population. appropriated into explanation the actuality that this included theaters,
cinema, heavy metal and so on, which stimulated oecumenical interest, the never-ending
aggrandizement and fruitfulness of the movements of ethnical and instructional originations
furthermore be remodelled clear. contempt the existing difficulties, an far-reaching impersonation was
allotted to instructional originations that arose surrounded by governmental minorities. Their
functioning was ensured by commandment in students’ aboriginal language, victimisationing
appurtenant creative writings and preparing them for the introduction to the country's universities as
distance off as possible.

The most important source for our research was documents from the Central State Archives of the
Republic of Kazakhstan.

Discussion: The cultural and educational activities of the Soviet authorities were carried out
through the created system of libraries, reading rooms, clubs, people's houses and others. As of January
1, 1921, there were a total of 96 libraries in the province.

Statistical data on the number of libraries for January 1, 1922 show the same number 96, however,
with regard to their distribution by uyezds, the numbers differ in many respects and do not correspond to
those indicated. Perhaps this is due to changes in the field of librarianship, when local libraries had to close
because of some difficulties, while in other areas they opened, which, however, did not mean the
permanent or long-term existence of the latter in the field. The dissimilarity between the numerals buoy be
furthermore explained by the misapprehension of the collections themselves, on account of the
connectedness between the centerfield in the responsibility and the uyezds "was extraordinarily difficult,
exceptionally on account of the process retention ethnical circumstances was extremely unsatisfactorily
organized, and thither was virtually no control on top of them. " Libraries were exceptionally created at
clubs, commerce combinations and remained inconsequential in size. e.g., in the library, which operated
underneath the regional brotherhood of commerce unions, in the intermediate of 1923 the character of
companies ranged from 700 to 750 general public [2]. patch at the borderline of 1922 thither were by
oneself 215 readers [3]. Libraries suffered the corresponding ill fortune as over-the-counter ethnical
institutions, in particular, deprivation of premises, deprivation of firewood, and resources for their upkeep.

So, in the winter of 1922, almost all libraries in Semipalatinsk were closed and “only the Central
Library and the Reading Room of the Semipalatinsk Provincial Council of Trade Unions, located in the
House of Unions, served virtually the entire city” [3]. There was created a library at the Gubotdel with a
fund of 1094 books. Some of the books were on the trade union movement and some on socio-political
and pedagogical topics. It is noted that the Gubotdel made every effort to supply books to the libraries
located in the local committee, but "... since the Gubotdel does not have a record of available books in
the local committee, there are cases when the Gubotdel sends books that are already available in the
local committee™ [4].

Thus, in libraries there were mostly distributed books of a political nature, and there was an
extremely shortage of educational, teaching and methodological aids. Moreover, absence of books
registration at a place exacerbated the situation by the fact that funds were wasted on the release of
existing literature, whereas new editions never arrived. In the 1930s, libraries stepped up their
movements and began to application over-the-counter non-traditional configurations of ethnical and
governmental education. e.g., the Semipalatinsk community collection conveyed expressive line-ups to
the community agglomerate and sovereign state farms, which unionised unconstipated ear-splitting
readings of newspapers and magazines, delivered reports, lectures, and worked with analphabetic
people. In 1934, the collection conveyed 19 expressive congregations to the villages.

Reading rooms and red yurts became the main forms of mass work in the countryside and in the
auls. Most of the volost libraries were converted into volost reading rooms. They held meetings of party,
Komsomol units, and women delegates, organized evenings of amateur performances, created
educational circles, and etc. According to the data on September 15, 1920, there were 157 reading
rooms in the province, and by January 1922 there were 152 reading rooms. [6].

If we pay attention to the fact that "for a long time village reading rooms served as the main source
and almost the only institution, especially in the countryside, for the political education of the masses
along with libraries ", gradually the reading rooms became the main institution in educational work.
According to statistical data, the number of reading rooms was constantly growing, but it was not
explained by the absolute growth of the network, it was due to a more thorough accounting of the
network of village and aul educational institutions in the last years [6]. The activity of the village
reading rooms can be clearly seen in the example of the reading room of the Peschansk Volost
Executive Committee of Pavlodar Uyezd, where people organized a loud reading by "sorting out the
news in the newspaper in a conversational manner." In addition, there were created Councils from
representatives of all organizations existing in the village in the reading rooms. The Councils, on the
basis of an approximate plan, worked out their own plan “in accordance with the existing cultural forces
in their village” [7]. However, from the reports of the readers, it was clear that Council members did not
know their work well enough, which led to the weak activity of the village reading rooms. In some
cases, there was a reluctance of the organizers to work due to certain circumstances, mainly due to lack
of funds. Mobile reading rooms were created for serving the Kazakh population in nomadic areas. The
draft of Regulations on the mobile village reading room defined the following goals and objectives:
“...such mobile reading rooms should move with the population from the aul to the dzhailau, if possible,
it should be with a mobile VVolost Executive Committee, as the place of high population, and in winter it
should move every 2-3 months from aul to aul to consolidate their work” [8]. The movements were
supposed to acquaint the population with all the measures of the Soviet government and the party on the
economic and political development of the country and to promote improved methods of field
cultivation in sedentary and semi-nomadic regions and cattle breeding in nomadic ones. In addition, the
tasks were set to eliminate technical illiteracy among adults and to help the children's communist
movement through the organization of pioneer detachments. The issue of combating the phenomena of
the old traditions such as barymta, polygamy, kalym, and tribal enmity was also seriously considered.

Finally, the duties of transportation included the distribution of literature and newspapers among the
population, the staging of performances and national evenings in the open air, and the publication of a
wall newspaper, a live and oral newspaper.

The implementation of all the above activities took place in two main directions: massive and in-
depth. For mass, all household holidays and customs were included as massive events to introduce
gradually a revolutionary content into them; as well as there were organized meetings, readings,
conversations, loud readings of newspapers. The form of in-depth work was concentrated in organized
clubs and literacy clubs.

Since 1925, laborer's corners have been organized at the village reading rooms by the initiative of the
Glavpolitprosvet and the Central Union of Vserabzemles of the republic. In March 1922, the
Glavpolitprosvet of Kazakhstan approved the "Regulations on the House of the Peasant and Cattle
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Breeder". They were created in the provincial centers and had a hostel, an inn, a library, and a hall for
lectures and performances. From February to September 1924, over 14,350 peasants who came to the city
stayed in the Semipalatinsk Peasant House. During this time, 96 lectures were read for them on the party's
policy, on agricultural and other issues. In total, there were 2 similar Peasant Houses in the Semipalatinsk
district, and 1 in Pavlodar [8]. In nomadic auls, such centers of enlightenment as red yurts “kzyl-otau”
were formed, which performed approximately the same functions as village reading rooms. A distinctive
feature was that they roamed along with the aul, and the range of tasks performed was supplemented by
the provision of medical assistance to the population, as well as, in some cases they were objects of legal
protection. Throughout the summer nomadic season, the kzyl-otau moved from aul to aul, stopping at pre-
planned points according to the plan and route for a period of not more than one month. In winter, they
stayed in one aul until the spring, where conditions were most favorable for deep work. The mobile kzyl-
otau were opened by the political education yuezd at the expense of the district budget, and where it was
possible by the organizers of volost education. The mass work among the population consisted in agitation
for universal literacy training of the illiterate adult population, promoting the opening of educational
centers, establishing work in them, as well as the deployment of individual group training and
strengthening the "Down with llliteracy Society”. The Kzyl-otau itself opened its literary center only
during winter camps, where it was at least 3 months. The range of tasks of the red yurt also included
conducting conversations, evenings of questions and answers sessions and helping the population in
organizing handicraft fishing artels, cooperatives in dividing land, irrigating fields, etc.

Unfortunately, information about the number of red yurts in the province is not available, the
existing information is very fragmentary. Nevertheless, it is necessary to note the fact that educational
work was carried out even in the most remote areas, moreover, in the most varied forms, not being
limited only to red yurts.

For example, for propaganda purposes, the authorities could use various events with the largest
crowds, whether it is fairs, weddings, and even memorial dinners. There were arranged public readings
of lectures and reports at such events, organized by local residents. Thus, family household celebrations
turned into meetings with a discussion of Soviet power's political tasks for the near future.

There were 24 clubs in the responsibility in 1921; 10 of which were situated in Semipalatinsk
district, 7 in Pavlodar district, 1 in Bukhtarma, 2 in Ust-Kamenogorsk, 2 in Karkaralinsk, 2 in Zaysan
[92] truncheons were unionised at the enterprises: 1) On the interpretation of the southbound russian
railway; 2) the brotherhood of Pischeviks at the pulverisation No. 1 (former Musina); 3) the brotherhood

production non-professional bringing off and by oneself a hardly any had heavy metal and collection
sections. The difficulties application the clubs were prompted by an irresoluteness approximately the
theatre repertoire, which led to a deprivation of first-class accomplishments and by a deprivation of
funding, resulting in squalidness in costumes, sets down and requisites.

By January 1, 1922, there were already 81 clubs and people's houses in the province [9]. However,
the next year, due to the transfer of public education institutions to the local budget, the number of clubs
dropped sharply. In 1926, only 22 clubs operated in the province; and in 1927, there were 23, 9 of which
located in cities [10]. The reports on cultural work indicated the desire of many trade union
organizations that did not have their own clubs to join other clubs. However, due to the lack of
necessary premises, the Cultural Departments had to refuse such requests. As of January 1, 1927, there
were 3967 members of the established clubs. It did not include data from five clubs: Ekibastuz, Katon-
Karagaya, Akdzhal, Bayan-Aula because of poorly established communication. Work in the clubs
continuing to be carried elsewhere nailed down aesthetic bringing off bringing off concerts, conscious
newspapers, extremely as interrogatory and resolution evenings, kith and Kkin evenings, lectures,
conversations, celluloid installations.
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The most widespread among all were performances and live newspapers.

Western researcher P. Henze noted that “the Soviet government sought to divide the peoples who
previously professed Islam so that they would not unite on the basis of a common cultural past and a
common Pan-Turkist ideology, which once served as a powerful incentive for them to oppose the
Russian cultural life imposed on them by the hegemony of the Russians. ". [10]

In the summer, work in the clubs was carried out in the open air in the form of excursions. The trade
union house on the island with a library-reading room served as a stronghold. At the same time, that is
to say, in the second half of the 20s, some work was carried out by the red corners. There were 107 such
institutions in the province. [11]. However, the activities of the corners were not entirely satisfactory,
since there was not enough space and they had to locate in cramped and unattractive rooms of houses,
thus, the work was limited to reading newspapers, magazines, playing chess, as well as studying in
professional clubs. Unlike the red corners, another form of cultural and educational work, wall
newspapers was of great importance where there was no local newspaper. Wall newspapers covered the
life of an institution, the work of a trade union organization, and, overall, general problems of local and
all-Union significance. The House of Workers of Education, created in the mid-1920s, rendered great
assistance in public education. This is a sort of clubhouse that not by oneself contributed to rising the
superiority of instructor experiencing by providing that provided that methodological creative writings
on the other hand furthermore carried elsewhere a across-the-board cooking stove of assignments
victimisationing indefinite configurations of instructional activities. It coalesced 200 general public had
a library, replenished with 505 reproductions of contemporary creative writings by 1926. The totality
character of publications was 800 copies. thither were subscribed 20 names of periodicals. The
intermediate collection attendence in the recitation extension was 30 general public a day. thither was a
heavy metal clubhouse in the The accommodation of working man of instruction until the borderline of
1925, which ceased to continue outstanding to the non-appearance of a leader. During the reporting
amplitude from the middle of summer 1925 to jan 1926, thither were held 51 appointments and
conventions and 40 pedagogical circles. [11] The corners of educators began to operate in the uyezd
centers. In Zaisan, a consubstantial establishmentarianism held 5 appointments and 5 lectures. thither
were 82 publications in the accepted library. slavic stagecraft discs were unionised on with
governmental education. Literacy specks operated for Muslims, as for the slavic members, classes for
them were disrupted outstanding to sowing elbow grease [12]

The Pavlodar organization was part of an inter-union club, where 38 people took an active part in
various circles. In the report of the Bukhtarma Uprofburo, it was reported about the work of the
leatherworkers' union, which staged performances and held rallies. Courses were opened to train clerks
and literate copyists. In other associations, the work was not carried out due to the lack of literate people.
In the Ustkamenogorsk House of Workers of Education there were 3 circles with a subdivision into
sections. The institution itself was located at the 1st grade school named after R. Luxemburg. There was
no special extension for the club, so the work was carried elsewhere subsequently schoolhouse hours . The
accommodation served exceptionally the municipality membership, the yuezd rank hang on to in touch
with the accommaodation nailed down the enlightenment consultative authority . The accepted collection
contained 300 reproductions of publications surrounded by the publications thither were: “Pravda”,
"Soviet steppe”, "Trud", "Dzhana Mekteb", "Enbekshi kazak", "Krasnaya nov", "Crocodile”, 144 "Worker
of education”. The collection functioned for by oneself 2 hours - from 6 to 8 pm [13].

Conclusion. Thus, supported on the discussion of the above-named circumstances unionised by the
council administration in the field of cultural and political education, there was formed a clear picture on
how culture was used as a tool for introducing the prevailing political and party-state values into the
minds of people for the spiritual strengthening and consolidation of the socio-political system. There
were used categorical unambiguous party and government attitudes and a class approach to artistic
values; there was seen a desire to roughly interfere in the creative process and to achieve the goals of
cultural policy by administrative and command measures. [7]

SYMBOLISM OF THE GREAT MOTHER SABA AND RITES RELATED TO HER

Abstract

The purpose of the study is to reveal the symbolism of “saba” (leather wineskin) in the traditional
culture of Kazakhs.

The methods of structural and comparative analysis, the analytical school of K.G. Jung, the
mytholinguistic school of S. Kondybai and the concept of symbolic capital of P. Bourdieu used to
analyze folklore, linguistic and ethnographic material about the saba, in which koumiss is sourd and
butter is beaten.

The originality and value of the research lies in the fact, that the available materials about saba were
interpreted in the context of the assumption, made by S. Kondybai. The image of Sauap-khan in the epic
"Koblandy" was originally a female character named Saba-apa.

As a result: the symbolism of the wineskin as the Great Mother and the World Mountain, connected
with the images of a woman and a mare, is revealed. Process of butter beating in saba interpreted as
cosmogonic act.

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FEATURES OF DIGITALIZATION OF POLITICAL PROCESSES IN KAZAKHSTAN

Abstract

The digitalization process in Kazakhstan has its own brief history, achievements and results, which
are noticed at the level of the UN, the World Bank and other international rating organizations. The
most interesting is the process of digitalization of the political sphere in Kazakhstan, which can be
considered a completely new process and trend. It is for the first time manifested and discussed in
Kazakhstan in comparison with other countries of the Central Asian region. Theoretical studies show
that digitalization of the political sphere has the main directions as “digital democracy”, “digital
bureaucracy” and “digital diplomacy”. The modern example of Kazakhstan shows that the digitalization
of the political sphere is developing and strengthening. This is directly related to the development of
Internet technologies, the availability of the Internet, the growth of the political culture of population.
The political power in Kazakhstan pays attention to several directions of process of digitalization of the
political sphere. However, there is no clear and unambiguous choice between the options for supporting
"digital bureaucracy” or "digital democracy”. The latest processes and tendencies in the actions of
officials, deputies of Kazakhstan related to the adoption of new laws on "media", on "social networks"
show that there is a search for administrative, legislative ways and methods of managing and control of
the process of politicizing social networks.

Introduction

Digitalization of the work of public service, economic processes, business through electronic
government, social networks, access to mobile communications are among the main and important tasks
for every modern state and society. According to modern research, digital technologies penetrate into
various spheres of social, economic, political relations, allowing the population to expand the possibilities
of governance, development of the state and society. However, the most difficult thing is the digitalization
of the political sphere for the development of democratization processes, openness of government
decision-making, and increased accountability of government bodies for decisions and actions.

The relevance of the article is determined by the growth of the digitalization process in various
areas of public relations in Kazakhstan, as well as in the entire region of Central Asia. Especially
important is the need for a scientific assessment of the process of digitalization of the political sphere,
political relations within society, in relation to political actors. There is a constant increase in the quality
of the Internet, the availability of Internet technologies and the role of social networks in the public,
economic and political spheres in Kazakhstan. Recent discussions on the role of social media show the
desire of authorities to give direction to this process and identify barriers to its influence in society.
Obviously, one can expect further legislative, administrative decisions for choosing a direction, methods
of controlling the process of politicizing social networks, determining the role of social networks, digital
media. In these conditions, one can expect an increase in conflicts in the context of the growing role of
social networks in society, their popularity among young people and politically active citizens.

The aim of the study is an attempt to prove that at the level of government in Kazakhstan there is a
process of choosing between two main ideas and points of view in relation to the process of
politicization of social networks, politicization of the Internet space. The objectives of the study are to
study the process of politicization of social networks, the Internet space in Kazakhstan, as well as the
attitude of the country's authorities to this process. The prospect of politicization of the Internet space in
the Central Asian region is also assessed in connection with the growth of general digitalization, access
to the Internet in society.

Research methods. The goal of achieving the objectivity of the results of scientific research required
the use of comparative analysis, case study, functional analysis, as well as factual analysis of the
conclusions and data of international organizations on the topic of digitalization in Kazakhstan and
Central Asian countries.

Sources of research.

The objectivity of the conclusions is based on the widespread use of modern and relevant materials
and data from international organizations, the opinions and positions of well-known scientists and
authors studying the process of digitalization and politicization of the Internet space, social networks.
Materials and data from the media and other open sources about the facts and processes of digitalization
of political sphere, Internet space in modern Kazakhstan were also used.

Main part.

Modern studies of digitalization processes in the CIS countries show that there is a certain trend in
the development and use of digital technologies. According to the opinion of the Russian scientist
Konkov A.E. modern digitalization practice shows that three most significant areas of digitalization of
political relations between citizens and state bodies are manifested: First, digital democracy, which
introduces new information and communication technologies for accounting, studying the opinion of
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the population in relation to the decisions made by the authorities. Secondly, technologies of
"e-government” for increasing competence, fast responses to ruling authorities, state bodies, which also
includes the ability of the population to send their requests directly to executive bodies and services
within the framework of the concept of "digital bureaucracy”. Thirdly, digital diplomacy, which uses
modern digital technologies to promote the political goals of the ruling class, not only within the country
and society, but also in international relations [1].

Theoretical studies of the digitalization of the political sphere, political relations between the
government and society, the opposition, the media confirm that there is a deep transformation of
traditional forms, methods of cooperation, relations between the main actors, participants in political
relations. Digitalization, social networks, accountability and transparency will become the main drivers
of new forms and levels of relations between the authorities, officials, the government and the
opposition, civil society, and the politically active population. But it is confirmed that in the context of
different political regimes, systems, the depth of digitalization, the level of education of the population,
the political culture of society, there will be different results of digitalization in the political sphere. In
general, the world practice of research shows that the main result of digitalization carried out by the
authorities themselves, the government "from above" is the development of mechanisms for the work of
the state apparatus itself, improving the quality of work, expanding the functions of state bodies within
the framework of e-government [2]. The researchers also add that along with the development of e-
government, the digitalization of the work of the state bodies themselves, the entire system of relations
between the authorities, the opposition, the population and the media will change. Digitization, the
spread of digital technologies, the politicization of social networks will completely change the
mechanisms of work of the media, political parties, and the opposition. As a result, this will lead to the
emergence and success of digital parties, digital media, the emergence of new "digital media leaders”
who will eventually replace traditional media, traditional political parties and leaders. Attempts by the
authorities to prohibit the activities and development of digital political actors will not be successful in
the context of globalization, digitalization and digital education and the experience of the population [3].
Thus, theoretical studies confirm that, ideally, political digitalization in should be aimed at the further
development of democracy, accountability of the authorities in the decision-making process, reporting
of state bodies, and vice versa, digitalization without education, without educating the population,
developing people's experience will have the opposite the effect. Digitalization, which does not include
electronic voting, electronic applications and petitions of citizens, special political educational programs
for the population, special platforms for discussing the activities of parliament, government, local
authorities, will be limited and ineffective in the political sphere [4].

It is important to note that at the state level in Kazakhstan it is recognized that digitalization is one
of the most important mechanisms for solving not only large-scale national tasks of economic
development, strengthening business, but also a tool for solving structural problems in the fight against
corruption, increasing the accountability of state bodies, and more. Modern achievements and
experience of Kazakhstan in the implementation of the national program for expanding Internet access,
increasing Internet speed, developing e-government and civil service also confirm that digitalization has
a positive effect on the overall development of the quality, efficiency of public services and public
service. In his statement in 2021, the head of the Anti-Corruption Agency of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, Alik Shpekbayev, confirmed that digitalization has become the most effective mechanism
for combating corruption in the civil service [5]. Speaking about the connection between digitalization
and the effectiveness of the fight against corruption in the country, one can analyze the research results
of the most famous international governmental and non-governmental organizations, such as the World
Bank and Transparency International. Modern data from international organizations confirm that there
is a connection and mutual influence of the level of development, the depth of the spread of
digitalization in public service and the results of the fight against corruption. According to the latest
official data from the World Bank website and the World Bank’s own index on digitalization "Digital
Adoption Index", Kazakhstan has achieved great success and results in the process of digitizing the
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work of the civil service to help the population, business, and economy. According to the World Bank
website, DAI is a universal index that measures countries’ digital development, spread of digital tech in
economy, society where three dimensions are compared and calculated most: digital tech for people,
government, and business. The DAI index includes only 180 countries according to the latest
calculations and studies of 2014 and 2016 [6]. It is interesting to compare the data and results of studies
of the level of digitalization, achievements of the fight against corruption in different countries,
especially in the CIS region (see Table 1). Based on the results of studying the achievements, successes
of countries in terms of the level of fighting corruption according to the "Corruption perception index"
by Transparency International INGO, some preliminary conclusions can be drawn, which can be seen
from Table 1 [7]. In addition, for the objectivity of the conclusions, data on the level of digitalization in
countries can be cited according to the results of a study by the Institute for Management and
Development. The rating of the Institute is the most famous and objective in the field of studying the
level and success of digitalization by scientists, professionals, government agencies, since it is based not
only on official data provided by government agencies of the studied countries, but also on data from
NGOs, international organizations and opinion polls of local businesses. It is important to highlight that
the rating and research of the Institute includes information on only 63 countries, where the CIS region
was represented only by Kazakhstan, Russia and Ukraine. The rating lacks information on the situation
in Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan and other CIS countries [8]. Comparison of data from Transparency
International, Institute for Management and Development and the World Bank on digitalization and
corruption in countries shows that there is a clear, demonstrable link between these two variables and
processes. The data presented show that the successes and achievements of digitalization of public
administration, service, business directly affect the effectiveness of the fight against corruption. Thus,
digitalization as a process and goal of state, social development should continue and develop in the field
of politics and political relations, as the most important area for strengthening democratization,
openness and stability of the state and economy. Digitalization cannot be limited only to e-government,
the development of the work of a bureaucratic decision-making mechanism.

The trend of digitalization grows in social, business spheres and it is common for the region of Central
Asia as a part of world community and information communications. Digitalization of political processes
are most pronounced in Kazakhstan, which is the most developed country in terms of the penetration of
communicative technological innovations deep into the public organism among all the countries of Central
Asia. This is due to the quantitative and qualitative parameters of spread of information-communication
technologies, internet access and information freedoms of the people. So, the number of smartphone users
is growing from year to year, and now it is quite comparable with the average values of developed
countries. According to the World Bank, it is possible to compare statistics of the number of mobile
cellular subscriptions per 100 people among Central Asian countries (Table 2 and 3).

This is due to several important factors that are interrelated and largely determine the specifics of
Kazakhstan as a leader of digitalization in the region. The above statistical facts and data show that
digitalization is a general trend for the countries of the Central Asia region, where there is an increase in
the number of mobile phone users and Internet access among the population. Obviously, from the
technical point of view, digitalization in Kazakhstan has no difficulties and limitations, since there is a
high percentage of the population with access to the Internet and mobile phones.

First of all, the spread of digital technologies is one of the state priorities, and they are given a lot of
place in government programs. So, since 2017, the State Program "Digital Kazakhstan™ has been
implemented, according to which very ambitious goals are set to develop increasing Internet access to
82% by 2020 [11]. The role of the government in the development of digital technologies in Kazakhstan
is rather ambiguous and controversial. On the one hand, the Digital Kazakhstan program includes
various projects for the allocation of state grants and activities for the development of digitalization in
the country until 2022. However, the Program ignored the important sphere of communication and the
impact of digitalization on the processes of democratization, increasing openness, accountability, and
transparency of the work of state authorities. The content analysis of the Program showed that the term
“democracy” was used only once and only in the sense of improving environmental protection among
the “Creating a “Unified State System for Monitoring the Environment and Natural Resources” will
allow in the political and legal aspect: to contribute to the implementation of the national sustainable

development strategy and environmental disaster prevention; contribute to the implementation of
publicity and democratization processes in the field of environmental protection and natural resources;
create the necessary conditions for access for the general public to environmental information resources;
to monitor public opinion on environmental issues” [11]. In general, digitalization in Kazakhstan is
recognized as the main mechanism for the long-term development of the state, society and economy,
which was confirmed in the Strategic Development Plan of the country until 2025 from 2018. The
strategy includes a "roadmap™ for the implementation of the digitalization program in education, civil
service, government, in the field of economics, developing the theory of "digital bureaucracy”. The
strategy showed that the priority of digitalization in the field of politics and public administration is the
technical development of the bureaucratic system, the fight against corruption, increased accountability
of civil servants, the strengthening of the rule of law, the judicial system without attention to another
important elements of the development of democracy such as a multi-party system, elections of local
and central authorities, protection of political rights of citizens [12].

There is a unique initiative of the new President of Kazakhstan K. Tokayev within the framework of
the “Hearing state” concept, which has become an answer to many questions of the development of
digitalization in the political sphere and the prospects for “digital democracy”. It presented many
promising and revolutionary plans and tasks for Kazakhstan, such as the notification character of
holding, organizing peaceful rallies; the development of a multi-party system and the encouragement of
open political competition; support for the work of human rights organizations, civil and political
activists. For the first time, the Head of State, in his message to the people of the country in 2020, spoke
for the need to digitize the process of discussing reforms and proposals from the population, public
organizations through online petitions and appeals [13]. However, according to opinion and position of
international human rights organizations like “Human Wright Watch”, the digitalization of the political
sphere in Kazakhstan is limited to elements and projects of “digital bureaucracy” [14]. According to the
position of Freedom House, the ongoing programs of democratization, protection of the political rights
of citizens, permission of the organization, obtaining permission for peaceful rallies through
digitalization of the political process have only a formal declaration without real impact on changes in
the nature of relations between the government and civil society, the media, opposition movements [15].

In comparison to neighboring countries of the region, Uzbekistan has been developing the State
Program “Digital Uzbekistan 20307, however, this program does not have a roadmap for
implementation and clear realization of exact goals. Moreover, according to the statement of the Head
of the country, Shavkat Mirziyoyev, the digitalization process should be focused on economic goals
without special attention and connection with the political transformation of the functions of central and
local authorities, the development of digital media, social networks [16]. In 2018, the National
Development Strategy of the Kyrgyz Republic for 2018-2040 was adopted, in which promising
directions and tasks of the future digital transformation of the country were noted. Currently, there is
only the Digital Transformation Concept “Digital Kyrgyzstan 2019-2023”, which indicated the priority
tasks for the initial stage of the implementation of the promising goal of digitalization of the country.
The state document confirms that the Kyrgyz Republic has prospects and opportunities to become a
participant in the development of digital technologies, which will determine the future development of
the country and the whole society. The positive side of the Concept is the recognition of the connection
and interdependence between economic development, public administration, the quality of public
services, the business climate and the activity of people [17].

An important issue in studying the impact of digital technologies on political processes in Central
Asia is the issue of freedom of distribution and information in the Internet, access to opposition media
channels, non-governmental news websites, and the ability of political activists to disseminate and
receive politically, socially significant information. Despite the fact that Kazakhstan has an open and
transparent policy regarding the use of means of communication by the population, compared with
Uzbekistan and Turkmenistan, all Central Asian countries were classified as “not free” according to the
results of 2018, by the non-governmental organization Freedom House, except Kyrgyzstan, which was
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recognized as “partly free” [15]. The following were identified as the main negative factors affecting the
low position of Kazakhstan among the countries of the region: - “authorities prosecuted internet users
for “extremism,” while online outlets Ratel.kz and Forbes Kazakhstan were charged for disseminating
false information via articles detailing a former government official’s alleged corrupt business
dealings... - new amendments to the law on information and communications restricted anonymity
online by mandating that website commentators register... - The National Security Committee took
control of the State Technical Service and has been given more power over online content and ICT
infrastructure...” [18].

A special example of the influence of social networks, the Internet in Central Asia is shown by
Kyrgyzstan. In terms of the penetration of social networks into the political sphere of the struggle for
power between parties, between political leaders, for the dissemination of political information and the
involvement of the population, Kyrgyzstan is a unique example among the countries of the region. In
this country, the influence of social networks has led to an increase in the political culture of the
population, the free flow of information, but at the same time brought the masses of people to the
revolution and caused great casualties among the civilian population [19]. A particular example and the
situation can be argued for various reasons for the economic and social problems of Kyrgyzstan, but it is
obvious that such prospects for revolutionary changes for some other Central Asian countries can be
disastrous in terms of maintaining independence, territorial integrity and the peaceful end of such
political conflicts.

So, until 2018, the leadership of Uzbekistan took tough measures to control information in their
country, including hindering the penetration level of mobile communications and the Internet, justifying
this with the technical problems of providers and the cultural characteristics of society [20]. The
situation with social networks in Uzbekistan is undergoing dramatic changes in connection with the new
policy of the country's authorities in relation to the Internet space, the activities of the current President
of the country Shavkat Mirziyoyev and the pressure of the population, active in the digital space on the
socio-political processes in the country. At the state level, the overwhelming influence of social
networks, the process of digitalization of the information space in the political and public sphere, where
it is impossible to hide the political, socio-economic problems of society and the state, is recognized by
senior officials of Uzbekistan. According to Komil Alimjonov, Head of the Information and Mass
Media Agency, social networks were previously blocked due to technical reasons and by the decision of
influential people of the country who decided in such a simple way to deal with negative messages and
information in the network [21]. A positive tendency of Uzbekistan in the digitalization of the country is
the recognition of the need to use and develop new methods of propaganda, the dissemination of official
information, as a counterargument and appeal by facts. Such processes and the situation in present-day
Uzbekistan can be recognized as revolutionary, when the need to transform the attitude of state bodies to
social networks and to modernize the role of the state in disseminating and promoting official
information in the same ways and methods used in the Internet is recognized. However, it can be
highlighted that the changes are taking place not only due to a rational understanding of the strength and
influence of social networks, but also as a result of pressure and demands from below, when the
population itself finds ways to unblock social networks, unblock access to inaccessible Internet sites by
using VPN addresses and other technical capabilities. With regard to modern processes in Uzbekistan, it
IS necessary to stop separately and note that the country is beginning to make big changes and
transformations in the economy, politics, public administration, as well as in the field of digitalization,
the Internet space. At present, it is difficult to draw final conclusions about the direction of further
modernization and reform of the state, the processes of changing civil society and democratization in
general. The coming years will become important for the long-term future of Uzbekistan, which may
become the leader in development, modernization and transformation in Central Asia, or remain in the
position of an outsider in the region, which had all the opportunities and resources to take the lead in
Central Asia. Turkmenistan remains a closed country where there is no reliable information on the
socio-economic situation of the country's population, not to mention the digitalization process and the
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development of digital social communications. Tajikistan, like Turkmenistan, in 2021 remains the only
countries in the region where there is even no single Concept and adopted medium-term state programs
for digital development of the country, the attitude of government bodies to the most important process
that separates developing countries from the international community and the global economic process.

An even more important factor influencing the increase in the digitalization process is the
developing economy, which has led to an increase in the population’s demand for such services and
products. The purchasing power of citizens of Kazakhstan for decades has been higher than in other
countries of Central Asia, and continues to be higher until now. This led to higher growth rates in the
acquisition of various digital gadgets and communication services than in Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan,
which are comparatively comparable in terms of freedom with Kazakhstan. Therefore, the trends of the
impact of digital technologies on sociopolitical processes manifested themselves most clearly and
precisely in Kazakhstan, allowing us to see what lines social development could take in the region,
taking into account the indicated factors. One of these lines is a change in the social structure of society,
under the influence of digital technology. Naturally, all the traditional contours are preserved, but this
complicates the structure. This is due to conditional differentiation between the so-called “Virtual
Kazakhstan” and real Kazakhstan, where the first plays the role of a certain managerial superstructure,
while the second is the basis receiving impulses from the first.

Discussion

In studying the process and achievements of digitalization in Kazakhstan, it is important to note that
the process is not unambiguous and uniform for the whole society in the country, in conditions of
different levels of use, understanding of the mechanisms of work and the possibilities of electronic
communication technologies. It is obvious that there are different social, age, economic groups of the
population that are the main consumers of digital technologies, which distinguishes them as objects,
actors, initiators of the digitalization of political relations in Kazakhstan. In many ways, the differences
between social groups are determined by the so-called "digital divide", knowledge, experience, skills in
using digital information and communication technologies. The majority of Kazakhstanis still represent
a significant group of the population, who most often act as a passive audience, absorbing information
and ideological clichés imposed on them. For them, digitalization is limited only to obtaining certificates
necessary for employment, business, education or social donations from the government. They are
active consumers of digital services and are limited to the provided services and functions of state digital
projects “electronic government”, "digital Kazakhstan". However, "virtual Kazakhstan" today is
represented by a new, growing group of population, who are active users of functions, services of
"electronic government"” and actively express their position, opinion not only in official, government
media blogs or official pages of the leaders of Kazakhstan, but also in social networks. Thanks to
information skills, experience, having access to information resources, they can shape the political
agenda themselves. In the conditions of rapid economic growth, characteristic of Kazakhstan several
years ago, this social stratum had a high level of legitimation in the mass consciousness, was associated
with success and was a reference (model) group for the entire society. This population group actively
expresses its opinion and spread it through posts, publications and comments. And the third category is
those who manage the entire communication process as a whole, understand all the features of the
information space of Kazakhstan, have all the leverage of the media. Here it is necessary to make a
digression, noting that there are very few representatives of the third category, they try not to show
themselves in public space. In addition, this category is largely included by the so-called “old elite,”
made up of the leaders of the Soviet partocracy and their successors, who were able to privatize the
industrial potential left over from the previous era and increase their wealth in the post-Soviet period.
Naturally, the “old elite”, fearing to lose their position and power, is making every effort to maintain the
status quo, including by controlling the dissemination of information. The most negative scenario in this
case is the contours of "informational totalitarianism", although now it seems incredible, given the
modern openness of society and the resistance to such attempts on the part of civil activists. On the
positive side, it can be noted that digital communication technologies ultimately bring to the forefront
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those groups that are more actively using all the possibilities of digital technologies, especially social
networks. The accelerated dynamics of the implementation of political acts leads to the emergence of
new groups of influence, which, figuratively speaking, become the "masters of the minds" of the
population. This is a narrow layer of bloggers, writers and journalists who, through social networks,
reach a wide audience. Along with the growth of digitalization, the spread and access to the mobile
Internet, processes began when the functions of public protection of the interests of the population were
taken over by social networks, which also became available to the majority of the population. They have
begun to perform some functions or have replaced the activities of traditional opposition media and
political parties. The most famous example is the digital activity of the illegal political organization
“Democratic Choice of Kazakhstan”, which exists exclusively virtually, in social networks and telegram
channels, and does not require formal membership. In March 2018, the judicial system of Kazakhstan
recognized the activities of the unregistered movement “Demaocratic Choice of Kazakhstan™ illegal and
extremist, and the founder and leader of the organization was sentenced in absentia to 20 years in
Kazakhstan. An illegal organization through social networks, messengers actively encourages citizens to
join the organization, forms a negative image of the current government and provokes protest moods,
thereby systematically inciting social hatred and discord. According to the Law of Kazakhstan "On
Counteracting Extremism", political extremism is considered a crime against state security. Participation
in the work of a prohibited movement, financing and promotion of its work are prosecuted in
accordance with the Criminal Code of Kazakhstan [22].

But still, the main thing is that social networks, primarily Facebook, turned into political dialogue
and discussion platforms, where alternative public opinion began to be expressed, and on the widest
range of issues, from ecology to constitutional reform, from hunger in Kazakhstan 1932-1933 to
women's rights and the LGBT community. Initially, government bodies ignored such activity, since, on
the one hand, they did not consider them to be of any significance. Indeed, the Facebook community of
Kazakhstan in 2011 amounted to less than 300,000 people [23], which was negligible, although
qualitatively these users exceeded the audience of other social networks popular then in Kazakhstan
(VKontakte, My World, Odnoklassniki), albeit losing quantitatively, as they systematically developed
political themes. In addition, the inertia of the bureaucracy affected, which has not yet formed protocols
for responding to the activity of the population in social networks, and also has not developed
mechanisms for perceiving such information. Despite the proclaimed programs of “Governments for
Citizens”, their essence was seen exclusively in the issuance of population certificates in electronic
form, without taking into account the political activity of the population in virtual reality.

The situation changed in 2014, after the Ukrainian events that stirred up the social networks of
Kazakhstan. The annexation of Crimea by Russia, the hostilities in the Donetsk and Lugansk regions of
Ukraine caused fierce battles in the Kazakhstani segment of social networks, between supporters of pro-
Russian and pro-Ukrainian orientation. In fact, the society turned out to be divided on a number of
ideological and political issues, and it was precisely on social networks, although some common unity
was officially doctrinated on the primacy of Kazakhstan citizenship. According to the opinion of a
group of scientists drawing parallels between Ukraine, Armenia and the countries of Central Asia [24],
there are negative prospects for the growth of instability, the emergence of mass actions of discontent in
the countries of the post-Soviet space due to the increase in digitalization, the growth of politicization of
social networks, the penetration of the Internet into the sphere of political relations in the absence of
effective mechanisms for the government to respond to the wishes and opinions of the population.

The danger of increased tension and instability in the countries of Central Asia due to the growth
and influence of social networks, dissemination of political information via digital technologies,
including radical information, is confirmed by modern studies. According to studies by a group of
scientists [25] in political regimes where traditional media are controlled by the state, social networking
sites may be the only place where citizens encounter and exchange information to express their political
discontent. The technical and professional backwardness and inefficiency of the state and special
internal affairs bodies of Central Asian countries, the inability to effectively limit the radicalization of
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social networks and the Internet, can lead to the expansion of the functions of social networks as a
digital mechanism and a resource of political instability in the countries of the region. Moreover, lack of
readiness of the government to propose other methods of information warfare against the radicalization
of social networks, to propose a different opinion on social networks can undermine the credibility of
state and official information, undermine the trust and legitimacy of local authorities and government. In
turn, a decline in confidence can stimulate protest behavior, which is already high and is aggravated by
the social, economic problems that are present in all countries of Central Asia. The issue of professional
training and advanced preparation of officials, special government agencies in the information sphere,
the Internet space determines the need to change the public service system itself, the transformation of
the functions of government agencies, as the main mechanism to increase confidence to official media,
state or government-controlled social networks.

Research results.

Modern facts and processes in Kazakhstan prove that there is a complex process of choosing the
country's authorities in relation to social networks, Internet media, and in general to the process of
politicization of the Internet space. Top management represented by President Tokayev and former
deputy chairman of the lower house of the Parliament of Kazakhstan Dariga Nazarbayeva promote two
different points of view regarding the problem of controlling the management of the politicization of
social networks and the politicization of the Internet space [26]. The discussion and possible adoption of
a new law on limiting the work of world social networks, the requirements for their registration in
Kazakhstan shows the desire of the Kazakh authorities to regulate and establish the boundaries of the
work of social networks in the country.

Conclusion.

Thus, digitalization is a multifaceted and complex process that takes place in many areas of state,
social development, economy and business in Kazakhstan with a growth and deepening trend.
Currently, the digitalization of the political sphere of Kazakhstan is just beginning and has different
directions for further development. State policy has various programs such as "e-government”, "Hearing
state™, which aim to digitalize many processes of public service, economic relations, trade, business. The
digitalization of the political sphere in Kazakhstan is limited by the principles of "digital bureaucracy"
with possible prospects and elements of "digital democracy” in accordance with the plans and the
"Hearing State™ project. It is difficult to assess the further development of digitalization in Kazakhstan
and in the countries of the Central Asian region, since they have different speeds and tasks without
communication with each other. It is especially difficult to assess the impact of digitalization on the
political sphere of Kazakhstan, since it is obvious that digitalization in the political sphere will be
limited and will not affect many elements, examples of political digitalization described in the theories
of political transformation. However, it is obvious that digitalization as a large-scale and difficult to
control process will increase the digital activity of the population, especially among young people, and it
will be difficult or impossible to control the growth of political activity of various organizations and
movements, including radical and extremist ones, by simple restrictions and prohibitions. The growth of
digital activity, digital literacy in the field of social relations in the country will inevitably raise the
question of the further development of digitalization in the political sphere in the near future.
Digitalization will also require advanced training of civil servants themselves to meet the requirements
of the time and the requirements of politically active citizens, political parties, social movements, which
will also increase their activity in the digital sphere.

SPIRITUAL AND RELIGIOUS FOUNDATIONS DIVISION OF THE KAZAKHS INTO
“ZHUZES” AND THE ROLE OF BIIES IN THIS

Abstract

The origin and purpose of juzes is one of the most important issues in the historiography of
Kazakhstan. Despite significant changes in methodological approaches to the study of the history of the
Kazakh people, disagreements still persist.

Zhuzes became a real form of social and political organization of the Kazakh people. Scientists do
not have a consensus about the time of the appearance of juzes, the reasons for their appearance and the
internal structure.

In Kazakhstani historiography, Juzes are recognized as an integral part of a single Kazakh nation
and traditionally established unions of tribes inhabiting their territories.

As a result of religious and spiritual processes in the Golden Horde, and then in the Kazakh
Khanate, the division of the state and tribes into three parts gradually acquired a religious and spiritual
character. After the reorganization of tribal organizations and Juzes, genealogical ties and Juz systems
played an important role in the sphere of power and ideological relations. Kazakh biys regulated the
organization and interaction of Kazakhs as a single ethnic group. This was mainly due to the consumer
orientation of the nomadic economy, as well as spiritual and ideological needs. Therefore, the system of
genealogical kinship and dynasties played an important ideological and regulatory role in the life of a
nomadic society.

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MODERN KAZAKH YOUTH: THE INFLUENCE OF THE URBANIZATION FACTOR ON
INTEREST IN PUBLIC AND POLITICAL EVENTS

Abstract
The article presents some results of the sociological study "Values and social practices of the
Kazakh youth (on the example of the East Kazakhstan region)”. The main attention is paid to the
comparison of the level and direction of interest in the events of socio-political life in three groups of
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respondents who differ in the time of socialization in the urban environment — indigenous citizens
(group A), who recently came to the city from rural areas to study or work(group B), and those who
spent their childhood in the rural areas, but have been undergoing the process of adaptation to the urban
lifestyle for several years (group C). Thus, it becomes possible to see the impact of the urbanization
factor on changes in the system of interests and values of young people. Interest in social and political
events is one of the main elements of civic identity, it contributes to the formation of critical thinking,
awareness of the place of the individual in the social space and influences the development of social
responsibility. The article presents an assessment of the formation of interest in social and political
events, depending on the duration of the period of urban socialization. It is concluded that a sufficiently
long period of urban socialization brings interest in social and political life to a more global level.

Among these documents, there are many reports prepared by the Russian administrators
and the papers they presented.

There is very important information about the position of Islam in Turkestan, the struggle of the
people of Turkestan against Russian rule, the work of Tatar teachers in the Cedit schools and the
measures taken by the administration of tsarist Russia against the Jadit schools and Tatar teachers.

Giris: “Tirk Yurdu” fikrinin ortaya ¢ikis siireci, Tiirk halklarinin tarih sahnesine ¢ikip, cevresindeki
birgok enik unsur ve devletlerle gesitli alanlarda iliskiler kurarak, M. O. 1000’li yillardan baslayarak, M.
S. 1. yiizyila kadar gelen doneme denk diismektedir. Bu fikrin meydana gelerek, cesitli asamalardan
gecip, sosyo-politik ve manevi bir olgu olarak uluslararasi arenada viicut bulmasi, Turan-Cin, Turan-
Helen Alemi, Turan-Arap Halifeligi, Turan-Mogol, Turan-Cungar ve Turan-Rusya gibi karsilikli
iliskilerin kurulmasi devrinde, Tiirk halklarmin kendi tarihi menfaatlerinin farkina vararak suurlu bir
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sekilde miicadele yiiriitmeleriyle dogrudan baglantidir. Baska bir sekilde ifade etmek gerekirse,
Tiirkistan Birligi ya da genis manada Tiirk Birligi ideali, Tiirk halklarinin tarih sahnesine ¢ikisiyla var
olmus, uzun asirlar boyunca agir tecriibeler yasayarak, s6z konusu fikrin savunma bagisikligini
kazanmustir. Yiizyillar boyunca Tiirkliik bilinci, Bilge Kagan, Yusuf Has Hacip, Alisir Nevai ve Magjan
Cumabayev gibi tarihi sahsiyetler tarafindan degisik ifadelerle de olsa halka duyurulmustu. [1, s. 214]
Tarih boyunca, Tiirklerin devlet kurduklar degisik cografyalardaki devlet adamlari ve aydinlar arasinda
bu fikri savunanlarm sayisini artirmak ta miimkiindiir.

Yukarida anlatilanlardan yola ¢ikarak, Tirklik ya da Tirk Birligi fikrinin, Tlrk tarihinin her
devresinde var oldugunu ifade etmek, yanls olmasa gerek. Ancak, modern manada, Tiirk milliyet¢iligi
veya Tiirkgtliik fikri, ¢ok sonraki donemlerde, 19. yiizyilin sonlarinda gergeklesmistir. Giintimiizde
anlagilan anlamda milliyet fikri Avrupa’da ortaya ¢ikmistir. Buna bagl olarak Avrupa ile en ¢ok temas
icerisinde olan ve Avrupa medeniyetinden az ya da ¢ok etkilenmis olan Tiirk halklarinin, bu fikri diger
Tiik topluluklarimda daha 6nce tanimis olmalart son derece normaldir.

Turkcllik fikrinin modern anlamda sistemli bir hal almasi ise ancak 19. yy’in sonlarinda
gergeklesecektir. Bu ylizyilda, milliyet fikri Avrupa’dan gelmis olduguna gore, Avrupa ile en ¢ok temas
ve iligkileri olan, Avrupa medeniyetinden az ¢ok etkilenmeye baslayan, Tiirk kavimlerinin digerlerinden
once bu fikirle tamismis olmalar1 gerekir. Bu sartlara haiz olanlar, Osmanl Tiirkleri ile birlikte, Kirim,
Idil-Ural ve Azerbaycan Tiirkleri idi. S6z konusu bu dért Tiirk toplugunda, 19. asrin sonlarina dogru.
Milliyet fikri dogmus ve yayilmistir. [2, s.19] Rusya Tiirkleri arasinda, modern milliyet¢ilik akimindan
ilk etkilenen topluluklar Kirim ve Kazan Tatarlar ile Bagkurtlardi. Bunlar arasinda akla ilk gelen aydin
ve onder sahsiyetlere 6rnek olarak, ismail Bey Gaspirah, Cafer Seydahmet Kirimer; Yusuf Akgura,
Ayaz Ishaki, Ahmet Zeki Velidi ve Abdullah Taymas gosterilebilir.

Osmanh Devletinin Son Doneminde Millet ve Turkluk Kavramlarl. Osmanl Devlet anlayisinda
“millet” deyimi,etnik mensubiyeti agiklamak i¢in kullanmilmamaktaydi. Bu s6z, halklarin dini grubunun
belirtilmesi icin “cemaat” olarak istifade edilmekteydi. imparatorluk igerisinde halklarm ayirt edici
unsuru milli degil dini idi. Ornegin, Osmanh yonetim sistemi agisindan degerlendirdigimizde, bir Yunan
toplumu yoktu, Ortodoks milleti vardi. Bu milletin i¢cinde de Rumlar, Sirplar, Bulgarlar ve Hiristiyan
Araplar bulunmaktaydi. [3, s. 41] “Millet” kavramimn, Batililarin kullandiklar1 “nation” sézunln bir
karsilig1 olarak anlagilmasi, Tiirkciiliigiin gelisimine bagh olarak ortaya ¢ikmustir. O zamana kadarki
Turkiye toplumunda halk kendisini, Turk olmaktan cok Musliman olarak ifade etmekteydi. 19. yiizyila
deyin, Osmanli eserlerinde Tiirk sozii, “cahil Anadolu koylisi” anlamma geliyor ve kiigiimseyici-
asagilayici bir nitelikte kullaniliyordu. [3, s. 24] Osmanl {ilkesinde devletin gergek sahibi olan Tiirkler
olmasina ragmen, en c¢ok ihmal edilmis olan millet yine onlardi. Rumlar, Bulgarlar, Ermeniler ve
Arnavutlar zengin bir edebiyat olusturmuslardi. Bu uluslara taninmis olan hukuk Tiirklere verilmemisti.
Tiirkler asirlar boyunca cephelerde savasarak can vermislerdi. Tiirkler gerilerken saglam toplum
teskilatina sahip Hiristiyanlar siirekli ilerlemekteydi. [4, s. 656-657]

Osmanli topraklarinda yasamakta olan gayri Miislim unsurlar, Fransiz ihtilali sonucu yayilan
milliyet¢ilik fikirlerinin etkisi ve Avrupali biiyiik devletlerin Sark Meselesi biinyesinde uyguladiklar
yayllmaci ve kollayici politikalart neticesinde, 19. asrin baslarindan itibaren ayr1 birer millet olarak
ortaya ¢ikmaya baslamiglardi. [5, s. 42] Bunun sonucu olarak da Balkanlarda yasamakta olan Hiristiyan
azmliklar, 19. yiizyll boyunca ayaklanmalar ¢ikarmuslar ve teker, teker Osmanli Imparatorlugundan
ayrilmiglardir. Devlet bu sekilde ¢okiise dogru giderken, imparatorlugu kurtarmak icin ¢esitli fikir
akimlar1 ortaya c¢ikmaya baglamistir. Bunlardan biri de Osmanliciliktir. Bu fikrin hayata ge¢cmesi
halinde, Osmanli imparatorlugu’nda meskin tiim halklarin etnik ve dini ayriliklarini bir tarafa birakarak
“Osmanly” adiyla yeni bir millet olusturulmasi planlanmisti. Esasinda Osmanlicilik goriisiiniin
temellerini Osmanl Sultani II. Mahmut atmistir. Padisah, 1826 yilinda yaptig1 bir konusmasinda; ““Ben
tebaamin Miisliimanim camide, Hristiyan i kilisede, Musevi’sini havrada fark ederim, aralarinda
baska bir fark yoktur’[6, s. 485] demisti. Ancak bu fikir uygulamada bir karsilik gormemis, devletten
kopuslar devam etmistir. Osmanliciliin iflasi, Tiirk milliyetciliginin gelismesi bakimindan 1912-1913
Balkan Savaglari, tam bir doniim noktasini teskil eder. Bu tarihten sonra Tiirkler, genis cografyaya

yayilan ¢ok uluslu yap1 yerine, toprak biitiinliigli ve niifusun altyapisi bakimmdan daha giivenilir ve
homojen bir yap1 olarak ortaya cikmistir. [7, s. 8-9] Balkan Savaslar1 6ncesinde Avusturya Macaristan
Imparatorlugu’nun Bosna Hersek’i topraklarina katmasi, Bulgaristan’m bagimsizligin ilan etmesi, Girit
Sorunu (Girit adasmn Yunanistan’a baglanmasi), 31 Mart Olay1 (Mesrutiyet karsitlarmin Istanbul’da 13
Nisan 1909 tarihinde ¢ikarmus olduklari ayaklanma) ve Trablusgarp Savasi (Osmanh Imparatorlugu’nun
Kuzey Afrika’daki son topragi olan Libya’nin Italya tarafindan isgal edilmesi) gibi gelismelerim,
Osmanli Devleti {izerindeki olumsuz etkileri son derece biiyiiktii. Bunun {izerine Balkan faciasinin
yasanmasi, Rumeli topraklarinin kaybedilmesi ve binlerce Tiirkiin katliama maruz kalarak yagsamakta
olduklar1 yerleri terk ederek Tiirkiye’ye go¢ etmesi, Osmanlicilik fikrinin ¢okmesi, Tiirk¢iiliigiin
gelismesiyle neticelenmistir.[3, s. 131]

Bu olaylar yasanmadan yaklagik yarim yilizyill 6nce, 1862 senesinde, Hariciye Nazir1 Ali Pasa,
Osmanli Imparatorlugu’ndaki milletlerin amac¢ ve hedeflerinin birbirine ters diistiigiinii, devlette
birlestiricilik gorevini yapacak yegane unsurun Tiirkler oldugunun idrakine varmusti. [ 3, s. 48] Osmanl
Devleti’nde bu tiir goriisler, Ali Pasa’dan da once dile getirilmekteydi. 1836-1839 yillar1 arasinda
Osmanli Devleti’'ne hizmet etmis olan Alman General Helmuth von Moltke, imparatorlugun Avrupa
topraklarinda yiiriitiilen miicadelenin bir fayda getirmeyecegini, yonetimin dikkatini, milyonlarca Turk
asilla halklarin yasamakta oldugu Asya kitasina yoneltmesinin daha dogru olacagini dile getirmisti.
Boylelikle Moltke, ima yoluyla da olsa, Carlik Rusya egemenligi altindaki Kafkasya ve Orta Asya’daki
Turklerle birlikte, genis ve giiglii bir devletin kurulabilmesinin miimkiin oldugunu ifade ediyordu.
Aslinda Osmanli Devleti de, 19. asrin ortalarinda, milliyetler cagindaki Avrupa’da fazla bir sansinin
kalmadigmin farkindaydi. Burada sonucu olmayacak miicadeleler yiiriitmek yerine, maddi temelleri de
var olan Asya’daki Tirk halklartyla birlik kurmanin daha gergek¢i oldugunun farkina varmaya
basglamusti. [ 7, S. 7]

Benzer yorumlar Macar Tiirkolog Arminius Vambery tarafindan da yapilmistir. Asil adi Armin
(Hermannn) Wamberger (Weinberger) olan Tiirkolog, Sultan Abdiilmecid zamaninda, 1857 yilinda
Istanbul’a gelmis, cesitli yerlerde hizmet verdikten sonra Hariciye Nezaretinde terciimanhk gorevinde
bulundu. 1863 yilmin Mart ayinda Macar Ilimler Akademisinin sagladig1 1.000 florinlik maddi destekle
Orta Asya seyahatine cikmustir. Gezisi sirasinda Ingiliz hiikiimetine, Ruslar aleyhine casusluk
faaliyetleri de yiiriitmiistiir. Tahran’da bulundugu sirada, hacdan gelmekte olan bir grup ile birlikte
Hive, Buhara, Semerkant ve Herat’1 ziyaret etti. Genis bir dil bilgisine sahip olan Vambery, dervis
kiligryla yapmis oldugu basarili seyahatini ayn1 y1l tamamlayarak geri donmdstir. [ 8, s. 502] O, gezisi
sonrasinda Bir Sahte Dervisin Asya-y1 Vustada (Orta Asya’ya) Seyahati adl eserini kaleme almistir. Bu
eserde, Osmanlt Devletinin, Car 1. Petro’dan dnceki giiciine yeniden kavusabilmesi igin dogudaki Tiirk
halklartyla birlik i¢inde olmas1 gerektigini belirtmistir. Arminius Vambery ayrica, Tiirkler ve Mogollar
arasinda 1tk ve dil baglarinin bulundugunu isaret etmis, gelistirmis oldugu teorilerle; Tiirkler, Cinliler,
Macarlar, Estonyalilar ve diger topluluklar1 bir ¢at1 altinda toplamis, bunlara da Turan grubu admi
vermistir. Macar Tiirkolog Arminius Vambery, daha sonraki yillarda da, Osmanli Devleti’ne gelerek
burada uzun siire kalmis ve Padisah II. Abdiilhamit’in dostlugunu kazanmistir. Vambery, “Bir Anglo-
Sakson, bir Slav, bir Latin milleti mevcut oldugu gibi biiyiik bir Turan kavmiyeti medeniyeti vardir ve o
cemiyetin bayraktar: Tiirklerdir. Tiirklerin gelecegi ¢ok milletten daha emindir’”[ 9, s. 48] diyerek,
ozellikle Istanbul’daki entelijensiyasimin gurunu oksamasini bilmistir. Onun bu tiir sézleri, daha birgok
yaz1 ve konusmasinda da mevcuttur.

Tiirkgitiliik akimi, Rusya Tiirklerinin aydin ziimresinin 6nemli sahsiyetlerinin bazilarinijin Osmanl
Devletine iltica etmesinden bir siire sonra siyasi mahiyet te kazanarak, tiim Tirk halklarin tek bir devlet
catis1 altinda toplama {ilkiisiiyle Pantiirkizm hareketine doniismiistiir. Bu tiir hareketler, 19. yy sonu ve
20. yy bagsinda, Avrupa’da diger uluslarda da goriismiistiir. Ancak Pantiirkizm, diger “pan”
hareketlerden (Almanya’min bayraktarlhigini yaptigt Pancermenizm ve Rusya oOnderligindeki
Panslavizm) bir¢ok noktalarda 6nemli farkliliklar arz etmektedir. Fransiz tarih¢i Frangois Georgeon’un
da belirttigi lizere Pantiirkizm, her seyden once ilerici bir igerigin tasiyiciligini yapmustir. Siyasi
sebeplerle Osmanli Imparatorlugu'na gd¢ etmis olan Rusya Miisliimanlar1 aracilifiyla Tiirkiye’ye
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tasinmis olan bu diislince vasitasiyla Tiirk milliyetciligi, liberal ve burjuva bir boyut kazanmustir.
Pantiirkistler, geleneksel Islam anlayisina modern yorumlar getirmisler, kadinlarin toplumsal hayatta ter
almasimi savunmuslar, Rusya Tiirklerindeki Tatarlar ve Azerbaycan Tiirklerinde oldugu gibi Osmanlt
Devletinde de ekonomik ve toplumsal alanda ilerlemenin gergeklesmesini istemislerdir. [10, s. 7]

20. yiizyilin ilk yillarindan baglayarak, Birinci Diinya Savasina gelinceye kadarki donemde, Kazan
Tatarlarindan Yusuf Akgura ile Azerbaycanli Ahmet Agaoglu ve Hiiseyinzade Ali gibi Rusya
Tiirklerinin de Istanbul’a gelmesiyle birlikte Tiirkiye’de Tiirk Birligi fikri daha da giic kazanmus, bu
aydinlarin da i¢inde yer aldig1 ¢esitli dernekler kurulmus, dergiler ve gazeteler ¢ikarilmaya baglanmustir.
Bu fikrin en blytk savunucusu olan ve Kirim’da ¢ikardigr “Tercliman” gazetesiyle tiim Tiirk Diinyasini
etkilemeyi basaran Ismail Bey Gaspirali’nin gériisleri, bu donemde Tiirkiye’de de dikkatle
izlenmekteydi.

Tiirkliik ve Tiirkciilik Cahsmalarimn Kaynak Eserleri: Turkiye’de Turkluk Gzerine ilk
caligmalar, dil, edebiyat ve tarih alanlarinda kendini gostermistir. Osmanli Tiirk miinevverleri dil ve
tarih konularinda, o zamana kadar deginilmemis yani hususlar iizerinde caligmalar yaparken,
uluslararas: politikanin ilgi odag: haline gelmis olan Orta Asya’ya kayitsiz kalamanuslardir. Ornegin,
dil bilim alaninda pek miihim faaliyetleri icerisinde olan Seyh Siilleyman Efendi, LUgat-: Cagatay ve
Lisan-1 Tiirk-i Osmani adindaki eseri kaleme almistir. O, 1869 yilinda Orta Asya seyahatine ¢ikmis ve
Buhara elgisiyle birlikte bolge hakkinda bir rapor hazirlamis ve 1871°de Istanbul’a dénerek bu raporu
Osmanl hiikiimetine sunmustur. [5, s. 98] 19. yiizyilin son ¢eyregi, Sultan II. Abdiilhamit devri,
imparatorlugun devamini saglamak icin Osmanh aydinlarmin Osmanlicilik, Islamcilik ve Tiirkgiiliik
fikirlerini tartistig1 bir donem olmustu. Bu tartigmalarda, Osmanli tarihinin 6nemli simalarinda Tiirkliik
vurgusunun on plana ¢iktigin1 gézlemlemekteyiz. Kasgar Tarihi kitabinin yazart Mehmet Atif, eserinin
onsoziinde, Orta Aysa Tiirkliigiinii, din ve milliyet bakimindan kardesleri olarak gdstermistir. Tanzimat
devri Osmanl yazarlarinin en meshurlarindan Ahmet Mithat Efendi, 1887 senesinde nesrettigi Mufassal
Tarih-i Kurun-u Cedide adli eserinde, Osmanlilarin Tiirk soyundan oldugunu agik bir dille ifade
etmistir. Kamus-z Tiirki adlhi Tiirkge sozliiglin Semsettin Sami, Osmanli dili ya da Osmanlica deyimine
kesin bir sekilde kars1 ¢ikmustir. O’na gore Osmanl: tabiri sadece devletin unvani idi. Milletin adi Tiirk,
dili de Tiirkge idi. Sonraki yillarda Jon Tiirk hareketinin énemli isimlerinden bir olan, fikir adamu,
gazeteci ve yazar Mizanci Murat, Tarih-i Umumi adli ¢alismasinda, Tiirklerin islam &ncesi tarihi
iizerinde durmustur. [3, s. 79] Koken olarak Dagistanli olan Mizanct Murat’in asil adi, Mehmed
Murad’dir. Moskova’da Hukuk Fakiiltesi’nden mezun olduktan sonra, Rus yonetiminin baskict
politikalar1 neticesinde Istanbul’a go¢ etmistir. 1873 yilinda geldigi Istanbul’da cesitli gazetelerde
¢alismis, Mekteb-i Miilkiye ve Dariilmuallimin-i Aliye’de 6gretmenlik ve miidiirliik yapmistir. Bir
stireligine Dagistan’a gitmis ve doniisiinde, ona Mizanci adinin verilmesini saglayan Mizan gazetesini
1879-1882 yillar1 arasinda yayinlamistir. [11, s. 214]

Tiirkiye’de Tiirkgiiliik nesriyati denildiginde, hig¢ siiphe yok ki, akla gelen ilk isimler Ziya Gokalp
ve Yusuf Akgura’dir. Gokalp’in bu konuda yazig1 en énemli eserler ise, “Tiirkgiiliigiin Esaslart” ve
“Tiirklesmek, Islamlasmak, Muasiwrlasmak tir. O, Tiirkciiliigiin Esaslar1 adli kitabmin baslangig
kisminda, Tiirkliik iizerine ilk incelemelerin, Tiirk iilkelerinden once Batili iilkelerde basladigini
bildirmektedir.Yine onun belirttigi gibi, Tirklerin ulus bilincinin olugmasinda, 19. asirda Avrupa’da
meydana gelen gelismelerin biiyiik etkisi olmustur. Bu yiizyilda, Bat1 ilkelerinde Tiirklerle ilgili olarak
iki hareket zuhur etmisti. Bunlardan ilki “Turquerie” yani Tirk hayranlhigidir. Bu donemde Osmanli
Tiirkiyesi’nde iiretilen sanat eserleri, Avrupali sanatseverlerin dikkatini ¢ekmisti. Batili seckinler, Ttirk
eserlerini bir sekilde tedarik ederek evlerinde bir Tirk salonu, ya da Tiirk odasiolarak sergilerlerdi.
Ayrica, Avrupali ressamlarin Tiirklerle ilgili tablolari, sairlerin, filozoflarin Tiirk ahlakin1 ortaya
koymak i¢in yazdiklart kitaplar, Lamartine, Pierre Loti, Claude Ferrere’in Tiirkler hakkindaki dostane
yazilari Tiirklerin milli duygularinin cogmasina vesile oluyordu. [12, s. 5-6]

Ziya Gokalp’inyukarida adi gegen eserlerinin yani sira, Kazan Tiirklerinden Yusuf Akcura’nin,
Osmanlicilik, islameilik ve Tiirkgiilikk goriislerini degerlendirerek, Tiirkliigiin varligini siirdiirebilmesi
icin Tiirkgiiliigiin uygulanmasinin vazgecilemez oldugu kanaatini bildirdigi,“U¢ Tarz-: Siyaset” adh
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eseri de, bu donem yayinlarinin en dnemlileri arasinda yer almaktadir. Akgura’nin, bundan baska, 19.
asrin sonu ile 20. asrin basindaki Tiirkciilerin hayatinin ve faaliyetlerini anlattig1 “Tiirk¢iiliigiin Tarihi”
adinda baska bir ¢alismasi da mevcuttur.Gokalp “Tiirk¢iiliigiin Esaslar:"inda, milletin olusumunu, 1k,
etnik koken, cografi, siyasi ya da iradi bir gruba baghlikla degil; dil, din, ahlak gibi olgularin ortak
oldugu, baska bir ifadeyle ayn1 egitimi alan bireylerle sagladigini sdyler. Tiirklerin tek bir dil ve kiiltiire
sahip oldugu diisiincesindeki Ziya Gokalp, Tiirk halklarini ii¢ gruba ayirarak siniflandirmastir.

1. Birgok Ozelliklerle birlikte kiiltiirel agidan tek ulus olan Tiirkiye Tiirkleri,

2. Tiirkiye Tiirklerini icine alacak sekilde, Azerbaycan, iran ve Harezm bélgelerinde yasamakta
olan Oguz Tiirkleri, (Gokalp bu dort grubu Oguzistan olarak adlandirmaktadir)

3. Oguz grubuna gore daha uzakta kalan, Yakut, Kazak, Kirgiz, Ozbek, Kipcak ve Tatar gibi diger
Tiirk halklari.

Ziya Gokalp’e gore Turan’a giden yol, bu {i¢ grubun birliginden ge¢cmekteydi. Yani, sirasiyla
Tiirkiye Tiirkleri i¢ birligini saglamali, ardindan Oguz birligi kurulmali ve nihayetinde Tiirk birligine
ulasilmali.

Tiirkliik Bilimi hakkinda Avrupali alimler, 19. asir boyunca birgok eser yayinlamstir. Bu eserlerden
bilhassa iki tanesi Tiirk aydinlari tarafindan biiyiik takdir ile karsilanmistir. Bunlardan ilki Arthur
Lumley Davids’in londra’da 1832 senesinde yazdig1 “A Grammer of the Turkish Language™ Turk Dili
Grameri kitabidir. Bu eser aym1 zamanda, Tiirk¢enin yayinlanan ilk sistematik grameridir. Kitabin
gramer boltimleri, Fuat ve Cevdet Pasalarin Kavaid-i Osmaniye adli eserlerine ilham kaynagi olmustur.
Bununla birlikte Ali Suavi’nin Paris’te ¢ikardigi Ulum gazetesinin ilk sayisinda nesredilen “TUrk™ adli
makalesine Davids’in eserinin giris kismi temel olmustur. [3, s. 53] Bahse mevzu digeri kitap Leon
Cahun’un, 1896 yilinda Paris’te yayinladigi ““Introductional Histoire de L’Asie” adindaki Asya
Tarihine Giristir. Bu kitapta Avrupa’ya medeniyeti getiren irkin Turan 1rki oldugu teorisini ortaya
koyulmustur.

Batili biiyiik devletlerin, Sark meselesi gercevesinde, Osmanli Imparatorlugu’nu askeri, siyasi ve
sosyal agidan miigkiil vaziyete siiriikledigi bu yiizyillda, bazi Avrupali bilim insanlari, Tiirklerin
faziletlerini, kiiltiirlerinin yiiceligini 6vmekte, Tiirklere kars1 yoneltilen suglamalara kars1 koymaktaydi.
Tiirkler hakkinda olumlu ifadeler icer bu cesit yazilar, gézlem ve Tiirkiye’yi ziyaret maksadiyla
Tiirkiye’ye gelen Avrupalilarin seyahatnameleri ile hatiralarinda yer almaktadir. 19 yy.’daki bazi
kesifler de Avrupalilarin, Asyalilara ve Asya kiiltiiriine olan ilgisinin artmasini saglamistir. 18. yiizyilin
ortalarinda Fransiz Sarkiyatci, Sinolog ve Tiirkolog Joseph de Guignes’in Histore Generale des Huns,
des Tures, des Mongoles, et Autres Tartares Occidenteaux (Hunlar, Tirkler, Mogollar ve diger Bati
Tatarlarinin Genel Tarihi) adli kitabinda Tiirkler hakkinda tafsilath bilgiler bulunmaktadir. Bu eserde,
Islamiyet 6ncesi Tiirklerin Asya tarihinde 6nemli rol oynadiklar1 giin 1s13ma cikarilmsts. [13, s. 12]
Aslen Polonyali olan ve Osmanli hizmetine girdikten sonra Mustafa Celaleddin adin1 alan Konstanty
Borzecki de Tiirklerin eski tarihi hakkinda bir eser kaleme almistir. Osmanli ordusunda 6nemli
basarilar1 da olanMustafa Celaleddin Pasa, 1869 yilinda Istanbul’da yaymladigi Les Tures Anciens et
Modernes (Eski ve Yeni Tiirkler) adli kitabinda kendisinden 6nce Davids’in de yaptig1 gibi Tiirklerin
medeniyete olan hizmetlerinden bahsetmis, ayrica rk bakiminda asillart {izerinde de tafsilatli bilgiler
vermigstir. O, bu ¢alismasinda, Tiirklerin ve Hunlarin, Mogollarla 1tk olarak akraba olduklar1 fikrinin
yanlis oldugunu ispata ¢alismistir. Yukarida adim zikrettigimiz Macar bilim insan1 Arminius Vambery,
Celaleddin Pasa’nin bu goriisiine karsi ¢ikmis, Tiirkler ve Mogollar arasinda itk ve dil baglarinin
varligina isaret etmistir. Vambery, gelistirdigi teorilerle Tiirkler, Cinliler, Macarlar, Estonyalilar ve diger
topluluklar1 Turan grubu altinda toplamistir. [13, s. 13]

Avrupali sarkiyatgilar, 1700°1ii yillardan itibaren, Cin ve Arap kaynaklarma dayanarak bilimsel
caligmalar yapmaktaydi. Osmanli aydinlari, cografi yakinhigin sagladigi avantajdan da yararlanarak bu
ilmi faaliyetleri tanima imkani1 bulmuslar ve bu sarkiyat¢ilardan etkilenmiglerdir. Joseph de Guignes, A.
Lumley Davids ve Leon Cahun gibi alimlerin ¢alismalarinin yani sira, yukarida da zikrettigimiz iizere,
Turan sozcligiinii cografi bir isim olmaktan ziyade etnik bir kategoriyi ifade etmek icin kullanan
Vambery, Osmanli aydimnlarindaki etkilenmenin kaynagmi olusturmustur. Bunlara ilave olarak,
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Avrupa’da vuku bulan 1848 Devrimlerinden Osmanli topraklarina sigman Macar ve Polonyali
miilteciler, Avrupa’daki romantik milliyetcilik anlayisini, Osmanli Devleti’ne tagimiglardir. [5, s. 96]

Avrupa’da yapilan bilimsel c¢alismalardan haberdar olunmasi ve yeni diisiince akimlarinin
imparatorluk arazisine girmesi beraberinde, 19. yy’in ikinci yarisindan baglayarak Tiirk aydinlari
arasinda kiiltiirel Ronesans’in dogmasint saglamistir. Ziya Gokalp ozellikle, J. De Guignes’in Hunlar,
Tiirkler, Mogollar ve diger Bat1 Tatarlarinin Genel Tarihi, Lumbey David’in Tiirk Dili Grameri ve Leon
Cahun’un Asya Tarihine Giris adl1 eseri ile bu ¢alismanin Necip Asim tarafindan yapilan terciimesinden
etkilendigini belirtmektedir. [14, s. 104] Osmanli Devleti’nin son dénemindeki Tiirk aydinlari, bir
yandan Islam &ncesi Tiirk tarihine ve imparatorluk disinda, 6zellikle de Rusya’da yasamakta olan Tiirk
halklarma kars1 bilimsel ilgileri artmaktayken; diger taraftan kendi milli sanatlar1 ve dillerine bagliliklar
artmaktaydi. Ziya Gokalp’e gore, bu hususta da Avrupa’nin etkisi vardi. Ciinkii Batili {ilkelerde
yapilmakta olan caligmalar1 inceleyen bu aydimnlar, Avrupalilarin Tiirk sanatina duydugu hayranligi
goriiyor, Lamartine, Pierre Loti gibi yazarlarin Tiirk 6rf ve adetlerine 6vgli dolu sozleri ile Max Miiller
gibi Batili dil bilimcilerin Tiirk dili mantiki grameri ve uyumlu havasi hakkinda yazdiklarin1 okudukca
milletiyle gururlanmaktaydilar. [14, s. 105]

Bu baglamda, Fransiz A. 1. De Saciy, Alman W. Radloff, Ingiliz E. J. W. Gibb gibi 19. yiizyilin
diger sarkiyatcilari da Tiirk aydinlar iizerinde 6nemli etkiler biraktigini da dile getirmek gerekir. Ancak
Sultan II. Abdiilhamit saltanatinin son yillarindaki Tiirk genglerine en biiyiikk etki Leon Cahun
tarafindan birakilmistir.  Stirglindeki Jon Tirkler, 1860’1 yillardan itibaren Cahun ile irtibat
halindeydiler. Onun eserinde, Asya’ya medeniyet getiren irkin Tiirkler oldugunu séylemesinin, Tiirkgii
aydin kesimde biiyiik bir memnuniyetle karsilandigina siiphe yoktur. Orhun (Goktiirk) kitabelerini 1893
yilinda ¢oziimleyen ve bu bilgileri 1896°da kitap olarak yayinlayan Danimarkali dil bilimei ve Tiirkolog
Vilhelm Thomsen de, Tiirk aydinlarinin ilgilendigi Avrupal sarkiyat¢ilardandi. [13, s. 14]

Osmanl Imparatorlugunda, 1908 yilinda Mesrutiyetin ikinci kez ilanindan sonra, iilkede olusan
yeni Ozgiir ortamda bircok dernek ve cemiyetler kurulmus, dergi ve gazeteler yayin hayatina
baslamislardi. 20. asrin baslarinda Tiirkiye’de Tiirk¢ii yayinlarm merkezi, Istanbul’da faaliyet gdsteren
Tiirk Ocagr’nin yaym organi olan Tiirk Yurdu dergisi olmustur. 1919 senesinde Istanbul’un Itilaf
Devletleri tarafindan isgali lizerine kapanmak zorunda kalan Tiirk Ocaklar, 1923’ten sonra
Cumbhuriyetin baskenti Ankara’da yeniden agilmistir. Bu dergide Ziya Gokalp, Mehmet Emin Yurdakul
ve Yusuf Akcgura gibi birgok Tiirkgilinlin makaleleri yayinlanmistir. Bu dergi 1931 yilina kadar yayin
hayatina devam etmistir. 1941 senesinde Hamdullah Suphi Tanriéver’in ¢alismalariyla Tiirk
Ocaklarinin yeniden aktif hale gelmesiyle yayin hayatina yeniden baslayan Tiirk Yurdu dergisi; Hasan
Ferit Cansever, Haluk Okeren, Osman Turan, Resat Geng, Sadi Somuncuoglu gibi aydin devlet ve bilim
insanlarimin  yonetiminde basimini giintimiize kadar siirdiirmektedir. [14, s. 11-12] Turkiye’de, 20.
asirda Tiirkgiiliik iizerine yaym yapan daha birgok dergi vardir. Bunlar arasinda en ¢ok bilineni,
Cumhuriyet Tiirkiye’sinin en meshur Tiirkciilerinde Hiiseyin Nihal Atsiz tarafindan c¢ikarilan
Orkun’dur. Bu derginin, kapaginda kurt amblemi bulunuyordu ve derginin adi olan Orkun yazisinin
hemen yaninda Ziya Gokalp’in sozii, “Ben, Sen, O yok, Biz variz” yazisi yer almaktaydi. [15, s. 16]
Bundan baska, Onasya, Mlli Yol ve Gokborii gibi dergilerde de mevcuttur.

Rusya’da ulusal bagimsizlik miicadelesi yiiriiten bazi onderler, Bolsevikler karsisinda basarili
olamayinca yurtlarini terk etmek zorunda kalmislardir. Onlarin bazis1 Tiirkiye’ye gelmistir. Bu liderler
Tiirkiye’de bulunduklart siire i¢inde Rusya Tiirkeri’nin hukuk miicadelesine devam etmisler ve bu
miicadeleyi yazdiklar eserlerle Tiirkiye’ye ve Bati alemine duyurmaya c¢alismislardi. Baskurt halkinin
onemli liderlerinden Zeki Velidi Togan’m “Hatiralar” ile “Bugiinkii Tiirk Ili Tiirkistan ve Yakin
Tarihi”” ve Azerbaycan Turklerinin 6nderi, Azerbaycan Demokratik Halk Cumhuriyeti’nin kurucusu
Mehmet Emin Resulzade, ““Azerbaycan Cumhuriyeti” ile yine Azerbaycanli dnderlerden Mirza Bala
Mehmetzade, ““Azerbaycan Misak-1 Millisi” ve “Milli Azerbaycan Hareketi” adli kitaplar ile bu
miicadeleyi tanitnuslardir. Azerbaycanli aydinlar Istanbul’da “Azeri Turk™ adli bir dergi de ¢ikarip
burada ¢ok onemli makaleler yayinlamiglardir. Milli miicadeleyi savunmak igin yurt disinda miicadele
edenler arasinda Mustafa Cokay’in ayricalikli bir yeri vardir. Tiirkistan Muhtar Cumhuriyeti’nin
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Bolsevikler tarafindan dagitilmas iizerine Cokay, bir siire Kafkasya’da bulunmus, ardindan Istanbul
Uzerinden Paris’e giderek Rusya Turklerinin milli bagimsizlik miicadelesini siyasi alanda yiiriitmeye
devam etmistir. Ayn1 yillarda, Tiirkistan davasini ve Tiirk halklarinin hakliligini diinyaya duyurmak i¢in
Tiirkiye’de bulunan Rusya Tiirklerinin dnderleri de ayni ¢aba igindeydiler. Seslerini duyurma gayreti
icindeki Tiirkistanlilar, 1927 yilinda Istanbul’da, Zeki Velidi’nin ydnetiminde ““Yeni Ttrkistan”” dergisi
yaymlamaya baglamisti. Bu dergiye yazilariyla katki saglayan Mustafa Cokay, miicadeleyi daha genis
kitlelere duyurmak i¢in Berlin’de 1929 yilinda “Yas Tiirkistan™ dergisini ¢ikarmistir. Mustafa Cokay
maddi varligmin biiyiik kismini, Yeni Tirkistan dergisinin ¢ikarilmasina harcamisti. Bu ylizden Yas
Tiirkistan i¢in gerekli maddiyat, o zamanki Polonya Devlet Bagkani Jozef Pilsudski’nin himayesindeki
Promete derneginden saglanmustir. Paris’te ikamet etmekte olan Cokay, derginin editorii idi. Basim ve
yaym islerini ise Berlin’deki Tiirkistanli gengler, Abdulvahap Oktay ve Ibrahim Arif Yarkin
yapmaktaydi. Bu iki dergi bir siire Tiirkistan ulusal bagimsizlik miicadelesini birlikte yiiriitmiistiir.
1931°de Yeni Tiirkistan’in kapanmasi iizerine, Yas Tiirkistan, yaklasik 10 y1l tek basmna yayinlarmna
devam etmistir. 1939°da Ikinci Diinya Savasi’min baslamasi ve derginin okuyucularinin bulunduklar
bolgeleri terk etmek zorunda kalmalar1 sebebiyle faaliyetini durdurmustur. Yas Tirkistan dergisi
basildig siire zarfinda, Tiirkiye dahil olmak iizere diinyanin bir¢cok bolgesinde okunmaktaydi. Dergiyi
takip edenler sadece Tiirkistanlilar degildi. Moskova basta olmak iizere Sovyet idarecileri de dergide
yazilanlar1 okuyordu. Mustafa Cokay’in, Sovyetler Birligi’nin disinda olmasina ragmen iilke hakkinda
bu kadar c¢ok bilgiye sahip olabilmesi komiinist yonetimi hiddetlendirmis, Tiirkistan’da ¢ok sayida
aydin, Cokay’a casusluk yaptiklar1 gerekcesiyle cezalandirilistir. Fakat her ne hal ve sartta olursa olsun,
Sovyet yonetimi, Cokay’in yazdiklarini yalanlayamamustir. [16, s. 36-37]

Sovyetler doneminde Tiirkgiilik ve Tiirk halklarinin ulusal bagimsizlik miicadeleleri ile ilgili
arastirmalar, Komiinizm ve Bolsevizm bakis acisiyla kaleme alindigindan, bu eserler ilmi tarafsizliktan
yoksundur. S6z konusu calismalarda Tiirkgiiliikk; agresif, yayilmaci, burjuva milliyetciligi olarak
karalanirken, halkinin 6zgiirliigii icin miicadele eden bilyiik sahsiyetler bozguncu ve yikici olarak haksiz
bir sekilde suglanmiglardir. D. L. Golinkov tarafindan kaleme alinan ve Moskova’da 1975 yilinda
yayinlanan “Krugseniye Antisovetskogo Podpolya v SSSR” (SSCB’de Sovyet Karsiti Yeraltinin
Cokiisti)adli kitab1 buna bir 6rnektir. Eserin 276-290 sayfalar1 arasinda Taskent’teki Basmaci Milli
Hareketi, Ingilizlerle isbirligi halindeki bir Anti Sovyet hareket olarak gsterilmistir. [17]

Konu Hakkindaki Arastirma Eserleri: Sovyetler Birliginin dagilmasiyla bagimsizliklarina
kavusan Tiirk cumhuriyetleri ile Rusya Federasyonu’nun Tiirk bolgelerinde ulusal bagimsizlik hareketi
gercek yonleriyle ele alinarak arastinlmistir. Kazakistan’da, Tiirkgiiliik ve Tiirk halklarinin bagimsizlik
hareketleri iizerine c¢aligmalar yapan bilim insanlart i¢inde ismi en One yazilacaklardan biri, tarihci
Kosim Yesmagambetov’dur. Onun “Alem Tamigan Tulga” (Diinyanin Tamidigi Sahsiyet) adli eseri
Mustafa Cokay’in hayat: ve hizmetleri hakkinda yazilmis en kapsamli kitaptir. Omriiniin son giiniine
kadar Mustafa Cokay arastirmalarim siirdiiren Yesmagambetov, 2014 yilinda Cokay’in tiim eserlerini
12. ciltlik bir kiilliyatta toplamay1 bagsarmistir. [ 18]Bir diger Kazak bilim insan1 Mambet Koygeldiyev’in
Ulttk Sayasi Elita” (Milli Siyasi Elit\ve “Tutas Tiirkistan ideasi ve Mustafa Sokayuli” (Birlesik
Turkistan Ideali ve Mustafa Cokayoglu) adh kitaplari ile yine Koygeldiyev’in M. K. Aldajumanov ile
birlikte kaleme aldigr “Alas Kozgalisi” (Alas Hareketi)calismasi, Sovyet matbuatinda yazilanlarin
aksine Alas-Orda hareketi hakkinda gergek bilgileri bilim diinyasina kazandirmistir. Bu hareketle ilgili
olarak, Kenes Nurpeyisov’un “Alas hem Alas Orda” (Alas ve Alas Orda)ile Ordali Koniratbayev’in
“Turar Riskulov, Kogamdik-Sayasi Jane Memlekettik Kizmeti” (Turar Riskulov, Toplumsal, Siyasi ve
Devlet Hizmeti)adl eserleri, Kazakistan’daki ulusal bagimsizlik miicadelesini ve Rusya Tiirklerinin hak
ve hukuku i¢in miicadelesini objektif bir bakis agisiyla gercek yonleriyle degerlendirmistir. [19] Tarihgi
Sabit Sildebay tarafindan 2002 yilinda Almati’da basilan “Tiirksildik Jane Kazakstandagr Ult-azattik
Kozgalis” (Tirkgiiliik ve Kazakistan’daki Ulusal Bagimsizlik Hareketi)adli ¢alismada, Tiirkgiiliik
hareketi, olumlu bir sekilde degerlendirilerek bu yolda hizmet edenler halklarinin bagimsizliklar1 ve
hukuku i¢in miicadele veren degerli kisiler olarak gdsterilmistir. [20]

Bagimsizlik devri Ozbekistan’da da bu tiir yaynlar ¢ikmaya baglamustir. Ozbek tarihgiliginin en

onemli isimlerinden, Ikinci Diinya Savasi’na da katilmis olan Hamid Ziyayev’inn “Turkistonda Rossiya
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Tojavuzi va Hukmronligiga Karsi Kuras” (Turkistan’da Rusya Tecaviizii ve Hiikiimranlhigina Karsi
Miicadele) adli eserde, 18. yiizyildan, 20. asrin basina kadarki dénemdeki Ozbek bagimsizlik
miicadelesi anlatilmistir. Dilorom Alimova’nin “Turkestan v Nacala XX Veka: k Istorii Natsionalnoy
Nezavismosti” (Yirminci Yiizyilin baglarinda Tiirkistan: Ulusal Bagimsizlik Tarihin) adindaki ¢alismast,
Ozbek Tiirklerinin ulusal bagimsizlik miicadeleleri hakkinda kiymetli bilgiler igermektedir. Bunlardan
baska Rustambek Samsitdinov ¢alismalarinda Sovyet egemenligi déneminin, Ozbekistan kiiltiirel ve
sosyal yasamina yasattig1 facialar1 kaleme almistir. [21]

Sovyetler Birligi’nin yikilmasinin ardindan Tiirkgiiliik {izerine Tataristan’da da 6énemli calismalar
yapilmaya baglanmistir. Rafael F. Muhametdinov tarafindan 1995 yilinda Kazan’da basilan
““Zarojdeniye i Evolyutsiya Tyurkizma”(Tiirkgiiliigiin Kokeni ve Evrimi)adli eserde Yusuf Akgura esas
alinarak, 19. asrin sonu ile 20. asrin basindaki Rusya ve Tiirkiye Tiirklerindeki Tiirkgii hareketten
baslayarak, 20. asrin sonunda Tiirkiye’deki, Rusya’daki ve Bagimsiz Devletler Toplulugu’ndaki Tiirkgii
faaliyetler degerlendirilmistir. [22] Tatarlarin ulusal bagimsizlik hareketleri iizerinde 6énemli ¢calismalar
yapan Tatar bilim adami Ravil Amirhanov’un, 2005 yilinda Kazan’da basilan “Tatarskiy Narod i
Tatarstan v Nagale XX veka™ (20. Yiizyilin Baslarinda Tatar Halki ve Tataristan) adli eserinde Sovyet
yonetimi kurulmadan oOnceki ve Sovyetler Birligi'nin kurulmasmin ardindan olusan Tatar ulusal
miicadelesi hakkinda bilgiler verilmektedir. [23] Yine Kazan’da Sovyetler Birligi’nin dagilmasinin
hemen ardindan 1991 yilinda, Tatar ulusal bagimsizlik hareketinin 6nder isimlerinden olan, Ayaz
Ishaki’nin 1933 yilinda Berlin’de Tatar dilinde basmis oldugu “Idil-Ural” adli eseri 1991 yilinda Rus
dilinde yeniden basilmistir. Bir bagka Tatar ulusal liderleri olan Musa Jarullah Bigiyev’in bazi
makaleleri 2006 yilinda Kazan’da “Anatologiya Tatarskoy Bogoslovskoy Misli” (Tatar Teolojik
Diistincesinin Antolojisi) adiyla bir kitap halinde toplanarak basilmustir. [24]

Azerbaycan’da Bakii sehrinde 1998 yilinda “Azarbaycamin  Tiirkgiiliik va Azarbaycangilik
Problemlori” adli bir konferans diizenlenmis ve bu konferansda Azerbaycan’daki Tiirk¢li hareket
hakkinda ¢ok degerli bildiriler sunulmustur.

Abstract

The article emphasizes the importance of the need to preserve the national code of the Kazakh
people indicated in the article of the first President of Kazakhstan "Orientation to the future: spiritual
rebirth”.
